municablo diseases, the school popula­
tion counts for a great deal. In To­
ronto, where there is a Public School 
population of 34,488, and a Separate 
School population of 5072, the aggle­
gato is 39,560, almost a fifth of the 
city’s population.

have a whiff of pure air. Why? you 
would ask. I will tell you. I urning 
the egg ripens it clear round; the germ 
comes
the egg medics a oorreeoonding 
ment of the embryo chick; beside rip­
ening the shell clear round, these move­
ments wake the chick up; it's exercise 
for it; it move», expands » ad develops 
its own strength.

There is simply 
nothing mysterious or unaccountable 
in the hatching of eggs; a little rea­
soning in advance of the real thing ex­
plains most everything about it.

Now about moisture. An egg must 
get rid of a lot of moisture before it 
can hatch. 'Eggs during incubation get 
smaller and lighter; this being the case 
applied moisture could not enter the 
shell. The moisture question and ven­
tilation question are so entwined with 
each other that the effects of one are 
often taken for the effects of the other. 
Personally fI do not believe in dosing 
out the air in prescribed quantities; 
there is lots said about the governing 
the size cf the air cell by opening en­
closing the dampers, but I prefer a cor­
rect and continuous ventilation. If it 
is correctly fitted there need be no dos­
ing it out in a mystical way with 
dampers. I prefer a constant mild cir­
culation of air, and to depend on air­
ing .the eggs in open air to conform to 
Nature’s ways.

What’s the good of airing the eggs? 
might” be asked. In answer will say 
that the egg shells, like other things, 
will expand in heat or contract in 
cold, and this expansion and contrac­
tion, the result of airing the eggs 
breaks down the tough fibres of the 
shell, and when the chick is due to 
hatch it can hatch. It applies mois­
ture on the same principle that a glass 
of cold water will sweat in a warm 
room, when the atmosphere is just 
right. I am sure this moisture, how­
ever light, is good for shells, good for 
the reason that it is light and affects 
the shells only.

Good hatches are made with or with­
out moisture; opinions are about equal­
ly divided. I am satisfied, in fact I 
know, it does no harm to apply mois­
ture directly to the shells if the venti- 
latiort is sufficient; have tried all the 
moisture plans, and plans without 
moisture, and have, at this time, more 
faith in the old-fashioned way of 
sprinkling the eggs occasionally than

The spread of noxious weeds can bo 
attributed to no single cause. They 
seem to be naturally adapted to rapid 
spreading, and besides there are var­
ious natural and artificial agencies 
which aid in their dissemination. Not 
the least important among these, agen­
cies is the seed grain trade. Almost 
every fanner purchases yearly seed of 
grain or grasses or clover with little 
thought of introducing weed seeds in 
this way. As a matter of fact, how-' 
over, he seldom gets seed perfectly free 
from weed Seeds of some kind. Occa­
sionally these arc not particularly in­
jurious, but not frequently they arc 
most undesirable, and, being introduced 
unconsciously, gain a strong foothold 
before their presence is -suspected. In 
this connection some particulars of the 
analysis of seeds from the Department 
of Agriculture at Ottawa should be of 
interest to show to what extent these

othy analyzed during 1903 only four 
had no weed seeds in them; in the oth­
ers over thirty different kinds of weed 
seeds were represented. Of these Cin­

Falso Flax, Lamb’s-quarter,grass.
Canada Thistle and White Cockle were 
most commonly present, often at the 
rate of several thousand per pound, 
in Red Clover and Alsike, of each of 
which there were several hundred sam­
ples analyzed, there were upwards of 
forty species of weed seeds, these be­
ing commonest whose .size approxima­
ted that of the Clover seed. Thus m 
lied Clover were commonly found Curl­
ed Dock, Canada Thistle, White Cockle 
and Ribgrass; while in Alsika. Fais* 
Flax. White Cockle, Sheep Sorrel, Cin­
quefoil and Black Medick were preva­
lent.

The primary cause for this prevailing 
conditionxis no doubt the growth of 
weeds with the crop for seed, and the 
tendency of farmers to buy improperly 
cleaned seeds because they are cheaper 
than, -and, to a casual examiner, e-
quall> as good, ae dearei grades. It ia 
usually safe to regard cheap seed as of 
inferior quality and on this account to 
avoid buying it.

Dodder was present in twelve samples 
of Red Clover, at an average rate of 
418 seeds per pound; thia is consider­
ably more than wm the case a year 

and was no doubt due to moreago,
seed being imported from the south, 
where this parasite thrives much bet Ur 
than here. The analysis of several 
samples obtained from Chili showed 
that Dodder is a common impurity in 
seed in that country, one sample hav­
ing upwards of 700 seeds per pounds, 
and others somewhat less. There is no 
probability of Canada ever having to 
import seed from Chili, but as berth

Several samples of exported Canadian 
Alsike and Red Clover were obtained 
from English seed merchants, 
of these showed a uniform quality, 
none of them free from weed seeds but 
had apparently been well cleaned, as 
theifc was a notable absence of such 
impurities as light seeds, chaff, or 
weed seeds cither larger or smaller 
than the bulk of the sample. Small 
numbers of Cockle, Black Medick and 
False Flax still remained in-the Red

Toronto dealers explain the high 
price of turkeys and other fowls by 
the large home demand, which is in­
creasing year by year. The prices ob­
tainable in this country have checked 
the export, for while dealers can get 
high rates here they will not risk 
shipping to the Old Country, where 
there are so many factors to influence 
the market.

There are two great principle» in 
dairying that must be strictly adhered 
to, or failure i» sure to follow. First, 
we must have a cow suitable for our 
business, and second—and of no less 
importance, great attention should be 
paid to her feed and care. We may 
have the best of cows, but without 
proper feed and attention, failure is 
sure to follow, while with poor and in­
ferior stock, no amount of feed and 
care will return any profit.

The paying dairy cow is the one that 
makes money for you, and unless you 
have a choice of breeds, it matters ntot 
whether she be a Jersey, producing 
milk of high quality, or a Holstein, of 
large quantity, or a high grade of any 
other breed, so long as she give» a 
large return above the cost of her 
keeping, she is a good dairy cow.—The 
Cotton Bale.

Artificial Incubation.

It takes a lot of big words and big 
phrases perhaps to write up an, up-to- 
date article on incubators, but some­
how* or other I have been reasonably 
successful with just common United 
States language when it comes to the 
hatching question.

Let us be plain and call things by 
their right names. A fertile egg is 
seed; it must have the necessary 
warmth to sprout and grow, a temper­
ature of 103; it also must be cultiva­
ted; the eggs must be turned, aired 
and manipulated after Nature’s ways.

A temperature of 103 seems to bo a 
standard, although very few recognize 
that placing the thermometer different­
ly would necessarily mean that it 
would read differently, but such is the 
caso. With the thermometer between 
the eggs showing 103, the same ther­
mometer lying on the eggs w’ould show 
104, or if suspended above the eggs 
near the tank it would show still 
more. I prefer placing the thermom­
eter on the eggs, thus showing the 
combined.feeat of the eggs $nd the heat 
applied to them; still more I prefer a 
variation of temperature as thu hatch 
progresses; for instance 102 to 103 first 
week, and 103 second week and 109 
third week; this variation being due to 
the increased animal heat in the eggs 
as they develop. This temperature will 
bring good results.

There are bushels of ironclad pre­
scribed rules about turning the eggs 
just so, but my advice is to turn them 
as often as you have time, and air 
them as often as you have time. I 
don’t mean that it would be necessary 
to put your whole time, or even a 
tenth of it in airing and turning the 
eggs, but I do mean that they should 
be turned at least crnce every day and 
twice every other day, and that when
