The- purchascr will be permitted
to take off not only the pine, but all other
‘varicties of timber, of which there is a
considerable quantity.

CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Manufacturers express absolute sxtis-
faction with the volume of orders for
white pine lumber, and seem confident
tlat current prices will continue through-
out the wiater, There is more building
n progress than at the corresponding
time last year. In Toronto work is about
12 be started on a large apartment house
to cost $150,000, and several other large
buildings are projected and will be cam-
menced this fall or early in the spring.
Much blding 1s under way in Ottawa,
where contractors are tinding dafficulty in
securing workmen.

The remarkable strength of the pine
market is nn doubt due in part to the al.
most certainty of a short log crop this
winter on account of the many difficulties
with which operators in the woods are
meeting. Manufacturers are refusing to
contract for logs at the prices which job.
bers are asking, while it 1s not likely that
those who put in their-own camps will
.operate very heavily. Many reports are
heard that the movement of lumber is be-
ing curtailed by the scarcity of cars. A
Georgian Bay manufacturer writes that
he is unable to fill orders, and that he
looks for an advaace in the price of hem-
lock and some grades of pine. Hard-
woods are moving more liberally, severa
large shipments having lately been made
to the United States. Mill owners are

-asking $15 for mill run ash, mill culls

out, $14-for bassweod, and $12 for- soft
elm. Birch and maple flooring are n
good demand. Shingles are particularly
active, and there is a moderate enquiry
for lath.

QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

There appears to be a further improve-
ment in spruce, The number of enquiries
received by mill men shows that there
is a strong disposition on the part of ship-
pers to conclude arrangemcnts for next
year's supply, and it is belisved that
prices will show a substantial advqnce
over those.of the current year. The
United States is buying largely of clap-
boatds, dimensions, and shingles. The
supply of clapboards is light. Sales have
been made ut $31 to $32 for extra spruce,
and 329 to $30 for clears, Boston dehvery.
Some of the largest sluppers of cedar
shingles are sold out. The price of ex.
tras on Boston freight rate 1s $5.10 to
$3.20; clears, $2.75 to $2.85. Higher
prices are asked for lath, t 3§ inch bringing
$3.10 and and 1% inch $2.9c. No tran-
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
