The following noles were taken on the spot during the last
winter's session from 83 bodies dissected. The record is neces-
sarily far from complete, as many of the slighter variations
altogether escape notice, or when seen are too much injured by
disseçtion for complete notes to be taken.

Osseous Syster.-There is no record of any abnormality

occurring in the osseous systei except one case of atrophy of
parietal bones in a woman. This, however, is rather pathologi-
cal than anatomical.

MJuscidar System.-Muscles of face were normal in every

subject.
