Loy Tisep., Collector ob FLDML Custolus al Kinerson,
when he was dviven to My, Bradley™ hospitable
mansion, ad entortained I Sunday, and alter-
wirdis remained o cuest al the Parsonage Gl his
departure. On Satueday evening o oveeeplion in
Lounuur of his Lordship was held at the Taesonaye,
when alarge ngher of Jeading Church people
and others were present. On o Sunday imorning
aned evening St Lukes Clineeh was brenged by
attentive congregations which lstened with deep
abtention to the earnest and instractive words of
their Chiet Pwtors T the alterncon the Lishop
visited the Sunday School ab Boerson,  which s
vider the earelul superintendence of Mr. Janes
Jeving Crabbe. edditor of the Dasdy Manitoban, and
addrezsnd wonls of Jove and cncouragenment to
teachers wand papils, and iter inspected the seligol
ab Wesb Lynue, nuder the successiul usmnagement
ol Mro AW Sioeles sand preached to a good eun-
wregalion i Pruvn’s Hadl Ths Lovdship noted,
shiree his last visit to Enwerson in Seplenber, [881],
when o conliintion was held, considernble pro-
gress. The chaneel then just completed has sinee
been enlarged by an organ chamber at w eost of
3270, which has heen paid. A line bwo-manual
pipe organ having ten complete sounding stops

and 547 pipes, with couplers and other accessories,
has been brought (rom the factory of Lolton &

now the Chureh, though enlarged to twice the
size it was when the present [ncumbent wvived in
Seplember °80, Js too small. Harmony reigns in
the congregation, and the musical part of the ser-
vices ure made very altvactive by the cexcellent
choir under the Jeadorship of dr. A. I Irwin,
formerly of St. Martin's Churel, Montreal, ably
supported by Mrs. €. V. Boughton, as voluntary
onginist since  Seplember Jast.  On Chrislinas,
after moving service, when Mrs. Boughlon se-
twued homne, she found as a pleasanl surpriso o
Landsome jewel caxe und $100 in gold, left as a
sinall mark of the high appreciation in which her
labowrs are regarded by the congregation. Al the
smue time Mr, Brenton received o generous gitl
from Emerson and S100 from West Toynn—Due-
iug the present incumbency the amount paid hy
the poople lo their clexgyman las meore than
doubled. The mission has hitherlo been assisted
by o grant of $600 per annum from the 8. . G.
But on January last this amount wus veduced by
the Mission Boavd onc half, and by next Jamury
it iv expected the parvish will be self-supporling.
This is very credituble as it Is only six years sinee
the Chureh was huill,

SKETCIL oF Liev. Sasven Priresen,

Lev. sumuel Pritchard, thied son ot M. Jdolu
Pritchard, formerly of Shrewsbury, England, was
borm in the Bed River seltlement in 1827, THis
father was so prominent  figure in the early his-
tory of what is now the Provinee of Maniloba that
tany ol the Sex's veders will teel an interest in
Liearing something abggt that gentleman M.
Jolhm  Pritehard was o pariner in the No Y. Jur
Company, which was organized in Munbreal and
which subsequently mnalunaded with the Hudson's
Bay Company.  In tho swmner of L8035 he was
lost in the Turtle Mountain country Tor up wards
of w month, Of his sulterings during this period
he gives agraphic account in a letter writben from
Brandon tv his brother, the December following.
He was with Governor Semple ab  the memorable
aflidr ol Seven Ouaks in 1816, and wis the only
survivor of the parly.  He wis faken prisuner by
the victors, headed by his friend Cutbbert Grant.
Afterwards, while he was being lakon o Canada
Lie was relensed by Tarl Selkivk’s parly, who ar-
rested those who Lad hin iu custody  and placed
them under Mro Pritchard’s charger  Sotling out
[rom Sault Marie in the wonth of November, aboul
the veer 1820, e walled the whole distince be-
tween thal place md Pembina, which  he veached
in the Ayl following, tho journey huaving heen
serivusly tengthened by the disturbed state ol the
country,  Ile was counceted with ihe Tallow Con-
pany aud the Bulindo Wool Compuny, which fai)-
ed {rom clreumstances entivrely heyomd his eouirol,
as thuse  who know the true facls with regard Lo
these enterprises wee aware. My, Pritchard wus o
warm il constant riemd ol the Selkirk setblevs,
Farly in theiv Lislory he established at Kildonan
a huarding-school Fur the sons of the officers of the
Hudson'’s Bay Company and other prominent resi-
dents ot the colony  whiclh the c¢hildren of the
sebllers attended, so that with tie exception of the
few for whom, the school al St. Johw's was more
convenriently situated, the children of the early
Scuteh sottiers were wholly  dependent for their
cducation on Mr, Pritchard.  This, the  livst Kil-
donun school, wis situated on the east side of (he
Red River oppesite the presend chursh. 11 eon-
nection with it Mr. Pritchard also held a Sunday
school which be regudarly teught in wddition fo
faking an sclive part in the Sunday Sehool work
of S dohr’s Charch, of which he was a nost
devoted member, Tn consilderation of his services
thus rendersd in the interest of education, the
Haudson’s Bay Company granted him a life annuily
ol L2 st My, Pritehard’s letters to his friends
in linglined, representing the spiritual destitution
of the colony, were not without their influencs in
leading to the sending out of the Jev. John West
in 1820, and Bishop Anderson used to say ibat it

was the persusal of his lotters o his cousin, Mrs,

Newton one of the Bishop's parishioners in Derby,

which led to His FLordship’gaccepiance of the olfer

of the bishopric.  Mr. John Pritchard warried

one of the first Selkirk seltlers. e died in 1855,

His son Samuel roveived his ecarly educaton al

his fathor’s school, and compleled his studios wl

St. Johm's.  As a hoy he took part with his father

and with the late Rev. . Macullum in Sunday

Selool work at St. Johu's and Kildonay, teaching

with the Rev. A. Matheson, now of Lower Forl
Garry, inthe Sunday School at the last named
place, up to the time of the late Rev. Dr. Black’s
arvival fn 1801, In [8L44 Mr, Sumuel Pritchayd

took charge of the sehool in St. Panl’s pavisl, which

was net in o flourishing condition.  In a short time

the atbendance increaszed from 13 to 74, Al the
time lie took charge of the sshoul was receiving an
anuual gront of £22 108, Gid. from the C. M. 8. A

year afterwards this grant was withdrawn and e

sehool carried on entively on the voluntury prin-

ciple. My, Priteliard’s salary was ab finst £30 slg.

per annu ; subsequently it was raised to £60, and

though the wholo of Lhis umount was raised in the
parish there was ulways o surplus.  Mr. Pritchavd

taught this school for nine yvwrs. During this
period the present school-house—then a very in-

ferior building—was erected by the unaided exor-
tions of the peopls.  Un one occasion Mr. Duck-
ingham, at that time joinl editor of the Nor'
Wester, now of this city, took part with Dishop
Anderson in a public examinaticn of Mr, Pritehard’s
sehool, and i his address ut Lhe elose ho expressod
the vpinion that the school was on a par with ihe

gramar sclivols of Ontario.  Tu 1863 Mr. Tril-
chavd opeued a private boavding schoul at St Paul’s
in the house ab present ogeupied by his brother,
Mr, Hugh Pritchurd, which was built for the pur-
pose. and was intended as the wing of a luye
mstitution.  The school wis under the pabronag.

of Bishop Auderson, In this enterprise Mr. Prit-

churd was warmly supported by the late Governer
Macl'uvish, who promised to use his influence with

the council of the Hudsuns Day Company lu
secure an annual grant for tho school, such as was
given the Red Liver Academy ot St Johu's.

When the

presont Bishop of Rupert’s Land resuscituted Si

Johw’s College, hednvited Mr. Pritchard to yemove

with his puptls to St. John's f2ollege school uuder

the wardenship of the present Bishop of Susketehe-
wan,  Ie was ordained deacon in 1866, wud pricst
in 1868,

During the last two years of his vesidenee al St
Johw's, My, Pritohard il charge of St Paul's
Parish, and the nissions ot Park’s Creck and
Spripglicld.  Finding himsell” napable properly W
discharge both his clerical and scholastic duties,
Mr. Pritchard asked to he relieved of the later in
1873, und he shortly afterwards settled down al
St. Paul’s as incumbent of that Parish and Spriug-
field, He remained in this position till 1880, Tu
that year Mr, T'vitchard resigned his worlk al Sb.
Paul’s and wmoved to this eity, in order that his
children might enjoy the cducational advantages
alforded al St Johw’s ; taking up as his sphere of
Jabur the inission work on the east side of the Red
River,  This work he has recently vesigned.
Sioer the Lesignation of the oflice in 1867 by the
lale Rev. WL Paylor, Mr. Vritchard has Leld
the position of Registrar ol the diocese.  1le was
for some time seevelary ol the Synod and of the
Misgion Board, e is now on the Cathedral Stall,
and takes his full share of ils parochial and mis-
siont work.,  [Tleis also treasurer of Synod funds
and treasurer ol the St John's College Ladies’
Schoul and its Holy T'rinity branch,  For all his
services Mr. Pritchard at the present time receives
& mercly nominal salary,
