REPORT OF THE CITY ANALYST.ON “ SHEETS OF
GUMMED PAPER FOR BREAD LABELS.”

Dear Sir:—

The samples of sheets of gummed white paper, marked as
above, received from you on the rrth inst. through Mr. L. F.
Robert, Bread Inspector, and which Mr. Robert stated are
the kind of sheets of gummed paper which are printed and
cut up for use as bread labels by the bakers of Montreal have
been analyzed with the following results :—

PAPER.

An examination of the paper shows that it is of good
quality of its kind, and contains no impurities. It is prac-
tically pure celulose.

ANALYSIS OF GUM ON THE PAPER.

The gum was dissolved off samples of the paper, and an
analysis showed it to be practically pure dextrine or first-
class quality,.and it contains nothing which is in any way
injurious to the public health.

The sheets of paper tested measured “18 x 25’ equals
46 centimietres x 58 cm. and contained no watermarks.
