’ That the property of the Grand Trunk Railway, as shown
by the lines colloured green on the plan hereto annexed, si-
tuated in the St. Ann’s Ward, be valued for the purpose of the
City Assessment at the sum of $1,000,000, during the next 20
years, commencing from the 1st May, 1905.

That all property, bulldings, rails, poles and wires, balonging
to other parties or companies, which are or may be erected
upon the said property, within the limits comprised within the
said lines, shall be subject to taxation by the City in the terms
of the City Charter; but in the event if the Grand Trunk
Railway, at any time, acdquiring said property, then, in such
case the same shall become liable to such taxation against
said Company according to law.

That atiy other property belonging to the Grand Trunk
Railway, within the (imits of St. Ann’s Ward, other than the
property within the lines shown on said Plan, shall be subject
to taxation as well as property of the said Company in other
wards.
