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(b) Representatives of members, officials and administrative personnel of the
Organization shall similarly enjoy such privileges and immunities as are neces*
sary for the independent exercise of their functions in connection with the
Organization.

3. Such legal status, privileges and immunities shall be defined in an agree"
ment to be prepared by the Organization after consultation with the Secretary-
General of the United Nations. The agreement shall be open to accession by al
members and shall continue in force as between the Organization and every
member which accedes to the agreement.

ARTICLE 14
RELATIONS WITH OTHER ORGANIZATIONS

1. Subject to the provisions of the agreement to be negotiated with ?he
United Nations, pursuant to article 3 of this Constitution, the Organizatio®
may establish such effective relationships as may be desirable with other intel”
national organizations.

2. The Organization may assume all or part of the functions, and acquir®
all or part of the resources, assets and liabilities of any inter-governmentd
organization or agency, the purposes and functions of which lie within the scop®
of the Organization. Such action may be taken either through mutually accept”
able arrangements with the competent authorities of such organizations o
agencies, or pursuant to authority conferred upon the Organization by inter”
national convention or agreement.

ArTICLE 15

RELATIONSHIP WITH AUTHORITIES OF COUNTRIES OF
LOCATION OF REFUGEES AND DISPLACED PERSONS

The relationship of the Organization with the Governments or admit¥
strations of countries in which displaced persons or refugees are located, and .
conditions under which it will operate in such countries, shall be determineq
agreements to be negotiated by it with such Governments or administratio®®
in accordance with the terms of this Constitution.

ARrTICLE 16
AMENDMENT OF CONSTITUTION

Texts of proposed amendments to this Constitution shall be communicateg
by the Director-General to members at least three months in advance of the;
consideration by the General Council. Amendments shall come into € ei
when adopted by a two-thirds majority of the members of the General Coun‘; g
present and voting and accepted by two-thirds of the members in accorda? "
with their respective constitutional processes, provided, however, that amenct
ments involving new obligations for members shall come into force in resP®
of each member only on acceptance by it.
