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The House resumed debate on the proposed motion of Mr. Fleming
(Eglinton), seconded by Mr. Green,—That Mr. Speaker do now leave the
Chair for the House to resolve itself into Committee of Supply.

And on the proposed motion of Mr. Pearson, seconded by Mr. Chevrier, in
amendment thereto,—That all the words after the word “That” be deleted and
the following be substituted therefor:

“this House regrets that the prolonged delay of the government in
determining air defence policy and planning in co-operation with our
allies is preventing the effective use of Canada’s defence production
facilities and manpower.”

And on the proposed motion of Mr. Winch, seconded by Mr. Howard, in
amendment to the said proposed amendment,—That the amendment be amended
by changing the period at the end thereof to a comma and by adding the
following words:

“and is contributing to the erosion of Canadian sovereignty.”

And the debate continuing; at 8.15 o’clock p.m., Mr. Speaker interrupted
the proceedings pursuant to Standing Order 56 (4) (d);

And the question being put on the said proposed amendment to the amend-~
ment; it was negatived on the following division:
