Mr. Woolliarns: Mr. Speaker, my question is
directed ta the Minister of Nortbern Aiffairs
and National Resaurces. Is it the palicy of
bis department and tbe government ta sell
praperty wortb more than $800,000 witbout
tender? Is it tbe policy of the gavernment ta
dispose of praperty in that way?

Hon. Arthur Laing (Minister cf Northern
Affairs and National Resources): Mr. Speaker,
tbe bon. member bas raised the matter of
tbe sale of certain property ta the town of
Longueuil, and I am sure be would not expect
me ta carry all the detaîls in my bead. I will
be very glad ta take notice of this question
and make a reply early next week, if that is
satisfactory.

Mr. Woolliamns: I appreciate tbe minister's
courtesy, but my question was this. Is it the
policy of the department ta dispose of govern-
ment praperty and sell it witbout tenders,
particularly wben it is wortb over $800,000?
Is this the policy? Tbat is tbe question.

Mr. Laing: Mr. Speaker, I am quite sure tbe
hon. member would agree tbat in the sale of
a property of tbis nature wbicb is no langer
required by the federal governinent, some
appreciation sbould be given ta tbe fact that
it was the city of Longueuil that wisbed
negotiations; and inasmucb as tbey bave a
plan for the property tbat is nat unrelated

Inquiries of the Ministry
to the Expo '67 developmnent, we were of the
opinion that it would be in the public interest
to negotiate a sale wlth tbemn rather than to
seli it ta a private developer. 1 wiUl be very
happy ta make a full statement on the matter.
Completely adequate protection was ensured
by us in respect of valuations, and it is our
opinion that we received a very satisfactory
price for the property.

Mr. Woalliams: A supplementary question.
I would have gone along with the minister if
that had been the situation; but was this
property sold to Mr. Jean Paul Auclair, and
not to the town or village?

Mr. Speaker: Order. It seems ta me that
earlier this morning I suggested that this
question should be put on the order paper,
for the particular reasons that now appear
quite evident.
