1 am informed by the Departments of National Defence and
the Solicitor General as follows: 1. Yes.

(a) U.S. authorities were concerned about disruption to
the war effort which could result from damage to
the canaIs due to sabotage and air attacks from
enemy vessels wbich might penetrate Hudson Bay.
Although the Canadian Chiefs of Staff considered
the risk only a slight one, Canadian authorities
acceded to the U.S. request to station U.S. troops
on Canadian soil.
