That, as a first positive step toward meeting the concerns of the Auditor
General, the Government take the appropriate steps t0 have the Auditor General
named joint auditor of CN Marine.

tion to investigate the intolerable death rate among native people and, if il wiIl
not, that the Minister of National Health and Welfare make a statement 10 this
House as to why sot, and as to what the Government intends 10 do to improve the
social and economic conditions that make sach a study necessary.
