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And that the mediciue so sold or offered
for sale was in his possession at the timle of
the passage cf this Act.

.Hou. ',Nr. LOUGHEED-How long would
It take to exhaust tbis stock of patent medi-
cines whlcb we bave heard la prejudicial
to public bealth? Will he be prepared to
lnsert in the opium Bill wblcb is uow before
us a provision wblcb wlll enable tbe China-
men carrylng n large stock to dispose of It
lu the same way?

Hon. Mr. McMU'LLEiN-Opiumn is n dis-
tructive drug, but there are a great mauy
medicines wbich render good service lu
some cases. They bave got to prove that
the medicine wbich they are cbarged
wlth violating thiq Act lu seling was lu
their possession nt tbe time of the passing
of this Act.

Hon. .Mr. SULLIVAN-AlI they can show
Is wbat la on the bottie.

Hon. Mr. POWER-I tbink the amend-
ment, If it were properly described, would
be described as an amendaient for tbe pro-
motion of perjury, because 1 ain satisfied
that If you adopted an amendaient of that
klnd, a great rnany country deniers would
be found, after tbe expiration of seven -or
eigbt years, to bave these goods lu stock,
and tbat tbey were lu stock at the time this
Act passed. If that amendaient is passed,
it will destroy tbe vîrtue of this Bill almost
altogether. I quite recoguize that tbere is
a good deal of force in tbe views that the
hon, gentleman takes, and there aiight be
some arndment lu the Bill to meet the
case wbicb lie propounds; but I burnbly sub-
mit tbe right time to do that Is wbeu w-e
corne. down to the end of the Bill. Iu cou-
nection witb clause 19, or iaimediately be-
fore it, a clause mnigbt be iuserted, w-hidi
w-ould require to be framed very carefully.
I tblnk the lieuse Is iu favour of protectilg
tbe persans whom the hou, gentleman
wlsbes to protect, but if he underta-kes to
mutilate tbe llthi clause, the result w-I be
serions.

Hou. Mr. McMULLEN-This clause itself
provides tbat tbe man w-ho bolds that pat-
ent inediciue must give the nijane of the
party from whoai he purchiised it. Does
my bon. friend think the man w-ho bas the

medici'ne iu stock will swear falsely, and
that the man from whom. he purchased it
%wilI swear falsely that lie did flot purchase
that medicine from hlmn at tbe time lie
stated?* He bas to show that tbe mediie
was in bis bands at tbe Urne tbe Act passed,
and give tbe name of tbe party from wbom
be bouglit It, and tbat party will be called
upon to give testimony as to when be sold
the medicine.

Hon. Mr. M_%cMILLAN-I do flot tbink
the postponlng of this Act and baving It
corne in force ln one year or two years or
beyond that wilI rid many of the country
stores of the large quantity of patent medi-
ciles they bave on band, and for that rea-
son 1 feel like supportlng the amendaient
of air bon. frlend from Wellington. Lt
may be opening the door for perjury. Lt
is really confiscating tbose people's goods.
You are actually destroyiug the value of
those goods wbicb were bouglit lu good
faith years ago. Tbe only tbing is to
prevent tbe dealers from. belng fined If tbey
dispose of tbe goods tbey bave on band.

Hon. '.%r. SULLIVAN-Those people are
just as bonest as any men ln tbis House,
and do flot commit perjury.

Hon. Mr. McMILLAN-You must give
theai an opportunlty to get rid of tbose
patent medicines, Perry Davis, Pain Killer
and so on. There are many medicines of
wbich tbey only seli one bottie in six
mouths or a year, and it sbould be a good
defence if tbey can show tliey bouglit
tbose goods before the Act carne into force.

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-Tbe uecessity for this
Bill arises fromi the belief that human
hf e is being sacrlflced by the patent medi-
ciles that are being sold iu Canada. Hou.
gentlemen propose tbat the country mer-
chants wbo have on baud the poison-be-
cause you caunot class it ns'anythiug else
if the estimation of it is correct, aud 1
believe if is correct-for the next two or
three years shahl be at liberty to poison
the public.

Hon. Mr. McMe.\ILLAN-Thiit is an exag-
geration.

Hon. '-%r. SCOTT-No, it is not. an exag-

g-eration. Either the Bill is n necessity
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
