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hope from thofe quarters. The Ilinois delivered 1731.

up to tfie general three anibairadors who had

been fent to them upon thai midion : thefe were

furrendered to the Tehaftas, who burnt them at

New Qrleans, and thereby extinguifhed every

hope of conciliation with the Chicachas. • ...

Such was the fituation of the colony when

M. Perrier expected to be recalled, bccaufe he

underilood that his conduct had been difapproved

of by the company of the Indies ; he was how-

ever furprifed to receive a new comraiffion ap-

pointing him governor of Louifiana for the King.

From the beginning of this year the company

had refolved on the retroceflion to his Majefly

of the grant which he had given them of this

province, and of the country of the Ilinois, and

alfo of the exclufive privilege, on condition of

being allowed the power of granting permiflions

to merchants of the kingdom inclined to trade

with that country. This refolution was foon

after confirmed bj a decree, and by virtue of

letters patent froF.i the King, M. de Salroont,

who aded at New Orleans as chief commiffioner,

took poflfellion of the country in name of the

Moft Chriftian King,
