2 WAR SUMMARY %

THE DAY'’S EVENTS REVIEWED

From all sources, the news of the
war continues excellent. In France,
where anothér' Jull between battles is
on, the British and Ffench have ma-
terially improved “their. positions ;and
correspondingly wedkened the German
positions at vital points from La Fere
to Cambraj. Marshal Foch is mean-
while making another rapid concen-
tration of his forces for a further sur-
prise onslaught. So much for the
west; now for the east. In Serbian
Macedonia, the Serbians have achieved
their strategic aim of cutting Bul-
garian and German communications
and this feat, combined with strong
frontal pressure of the Italians,
French, British and Greeks, has com-
pelled the enemy to begin a retire-
ment on a front of 100 miles or so,
giving up the strongest positions with
only a feeble, limited rearguard re-
sistance., In Palestine General Allen-
by is sweeping onward with extreme
rapidity, in order to put the last
touches to his exceedingly brilliant
victory over the Tl.ll'kﬂ,‘

The principal point abou’ the news
from the Salonica front is the suc-
cess of the Serbians in cutting both
the main German and Bulgarian rail-
way line between Uskub and Salonica
and the railway between Gradsko and
Prilep. Bo*h theése railways are vital
for 4he enemy ‘in order to matmairg
hig Balkan fron:. By keeping hold o’
these lines, the Serbians will cut. off
al! supplies for the Bulgarian ‘and
German armies and compel the enemy
to beat a retirement. The BSerbians,
moreover, will impose the form of re-
tirement, It is obvious that the ene-
my cannot use these railways “o ex-
tricate his army. The only means
therefore that the enemy has left to
save part of his army is either to
organize an immediate counter-offen-
sive powerful enough to drive back
the Serbilans at this time--an almost
impossible task—or to retire thru a
narrow, railless gap across country
into Bulgaria, thru a country not dis-
similar to Alrania in the period when
he Serbians had “o retire. This re-

irement across country means the

ompulsory atandonment .of all the
enemvy's artillery; railway roliing
stock, stores of ammunition, and gen-
eral military Hunplies..

The Serbian achievement in cutting
the enemy’s communications has had
an instantaneous effect. It has main-
ly forced the enemy retirement before
the Italians for 'a distance of seven
miles and- a half and Dbefore the
Greeks and British from the Vardar
to the Struma, up the Strumitzo
Road. Having only a narrow defile
for withdrawal, the Bulgarians are
exposing themselves to - constant
bombing and shelling. Under this
strain they may lose their whole co-
hesion and begin a regular stampede.
The Serbians, meanwhile, are sending
their cavalry forward towards the
Bulgarian' frontier in order to cut off
this eingle line of Bulgarian retire-
ment and complete the envelopment
of the enemy, shoving Hhis army
against a ‘mountain range and com-
peiling ‘it to surrender. If ‘the allies
achleve this victory, they will have
torn a wide gap in the Balkan front
as Allenby "has done with the -Turks
in "Palestine, and the whole of Bul-

stantinople from Berlin. ' On the con-
trary, the Germans,”{n order to save

If they
weaken their lines in the west, Foch
would then have the requisite su~
periority in troops to defeat them de-
cisively. It will require a nice balance
of German calculations to save Ger-
many from a complete military dis-
aster this year. If Germany hesitates
over the Balkan front, the allfes .2ay
soon reach the line of the Danube.
‘The occupation ot the Danube front
would expose all southeastern Austria~
Hungary to invasion, In order to
supply an army on the Danube line,
however, the allies would require
Jarger rallway accommodation than at
present exists. The alternative would
be gea communication, and to sezire
it they would have to open up the
Dardanelles and Hellespont. .An early
item on the allies’ military program
may therefore be a descent on Con-
stantinople.

In Palestine, General Allenby has
Neut off the remainder of the Turkish
akmy, and so hz has punched a large
livje in the Turkish fortified frontier.
It \now remains for him to pour his
leglons thru the gap and to overrun
Syria and therewith the fairest por-
tions of the sultan’s dominions. As
for suggestions of poace at the pres-
ent time., Loyd George and Clemen-
cewu are sufticiently smplacable not
to sign any premature compact with
the Turkish Government. It s com-
posed of German agents, forgers, bri-
gunds and assassins, It has massacred
the Druses and the Armenians. Any
treaty with that government would be
‘worthless. The' allles require the use
of the Bosphorus and the Dardanelles,
and the only safe means of procedure
is to occupy them by military force. If
the allies lef. the present Turkish
Government in control of the straits
they would - expose themselves to a
stab in the back at some inopportune
time, and might have to begin the
war with Turkey all over again.
