WASHINGTON, April 2L—An ex-
haustive investigation into all phasesl
of. the problem of immigration, as it
affects the United States, is about to be |
begun by a national commission created |
for the purpose. The commission will
meet here Monday morning to perfect
its organization, .

The membens of the commission will
visit many of the countries of Europe, |
either as¢a body or, if all the members |
¢annot go, as a sub-committee, for the !
study of immigration of aliens at close
range.

The commission consists of nine mem-
bers appointed under the Immigration
Act, passed by congress last winter,
and is as follows: Sénatdrs Dilling-
ham of Vermont, chairman of the im- |
migration committee; L.odge of Massa~ |
chusetts, and Latimer of South Caro-
lina; Representatives Howell of New
Jersey, chairman of the house commit-
tee on immigration and naturalization;
Bennett of New York and Burnett of
‘Alabama, and Prof. Charles P. Nelll,
commissioner of labor; Prof. Jenks of
Cornell ‘and William R. Wiheeler of
Oakland, Cal. s

The law places no ‘limit upon the
tHime' the commission shall consume in
making its enquiries or on the ex-
pense it may incur.

It is the purpose of the commission,
tn enquire into the restrictions placed
“on the Chinésé and Japanese immigra-
tion,. but ‘it is nbt probable that the
commission will visit either China onr
Japan.

Irt‘is regarded as likely that out of
the work of the commission will grow
an finternational conference to -deal
with the whole genera,l‘swbject. ¢
