From the Tower of David, Emperor Wll
liam and Empress Augusta Victoria pro-
ceeded on foot, amid wild cheering, to the
Ghurch of the Holy Sepulchre, where they
were recelved by the Catholic, Greek and
Armenian clergy, whose patriarclis pre-
sented addresses eulogizing the devotion of
Emperor Willlam, who has since conferred
decorations .upon the patriarchs,

Thelt Majesties then procceded to the
German Ewvangelical Church, where the
pastor presented an address.

(At 6 o'clock in the evening (Saturday),
a ‘reception was held at the German Con-
gu'ate, ‘and later there was a general il-
lumination of the city with.a wsplay of
tireworks.

To-day the Imperial pair attended ser-
vices at the Evangelcal Church at Bethle-
hem, afterwards paying a visit to the
Church of the Natlvity.
