WAS RIDING WITH HIS SON-IN-LAW

Fatality Occurred at Foot of Shorn-
cliffe Camp, Near Folkestone,
England, Saturday.

Folkestome, Jan. 12.—The Hon. Richard
Reid Dobell, Canadian Minister witnout
portfollo, was thrown from his horse near
here yesterday, and is dead.

Mr. and Mrs. Dobell arrived here a week
ago, where they were joined by Major
Hull, their son-in-law, and his family.
Mr. Dobell and Major Hull rode together
to Hythe Satwrday, attemded by a groom.

They were returning in the afternoon,

and had reached the foot of Shorncliffe
Camp when Mr. Dobell’'s horse was
startled by a motor car, going at an or-
dinary pace, amd threw its rider, who .fell
heavily upen his head.

Mr. Dobell ‘was picked up unconscious,
and carried to a local convalescent home,
where he received medical attendance, He
never regained comsciousness, amd was
practically killd by the concussion of s
fall.

Mr. Dobell’s family will remain here for
the Inquest. :

MUCH REGRET EXPRESSED,

Ottawa, Jan. 11.—The news of Mr. Do-
beil’s death was a shock to his colleagues
of the cabinet. Sir Wilfrid Laurier was
notified of the sad occurrence by a cable
gram from Mrs. Dobell. It contained no
further particulars than  those in The
World’s cable despatch. The Premier ex-
pressed his deep sense of. bereavement at
the taking off of his colleague from Que-
bec, and at once cabled his condolence to
Mrs. Dobell.

Hon. R, W. Scott said the death of
Mr. Dobell would be a great loss to the
City of Quebec, of whose interests Mr.
Dobell was always solicitous.
be a loss also to the Dominion, the Secre-
tary of State said, as Mr. Dobell was a
citizen of public spirit and far reaching
influence in business circles.

Mr. Dobell and Mrs, Dobell left Ottawa
about two months ago to spend the winter
with their two daughters in Bungland, it
being Mr. Dobell's intention to return to
his firm in the spring. A particularly sad
feature of the family bereavement is tne
fact that Mr. Wililam Dobell, the eldest
som of the late Mr. Dobell, had sailed on
Saturday from New York a few hours be-
fore the’news of his father’s death. . He
will, therefore, mot learn of tbe melancholy
occurrence until he reaches England. Mr.
Willlam Dobell was in Ottawa Thursday,
and at that time looked forward with hap-
py expectation to the meeting with his

WIRELESS TELEPHONY
SUGCESSFUL IN PARIS

Conversation Carried on in a Low
Voice Thru Thick Walls and
Closed Doors,

New York, Jan. 12.—c. L B., wiring
The 'I‘nbune_ from Paris, says : Experi-
ments in wireless telephony are making
remarkable progress, Maurice Loir, an ex-
naval officer, who is an expert in such
matters, was present at the experiments
made by Ducretet, a civil engineer, cp
Tuesday evening at his house, and ex-
presses his amazement at the result. M,
Loir thus describes the experiment :
“Ducretet's residence is situated In the
Rue Claude Bernard, over the catacombs.,
One telephonic apparatus ‘had been gp-
rangeg at the end of his laboratories, the
extremity of that wire being laid in the
ground at a little distance from the gur-
face. About thirty yards from this spot
Wwas the end of the other wire, which
had been attached to another apparatus.
Altho, of course, no suspicion of any
tiickery could exist, Ducretet’'s visitors, at
his urgent request, inspected the extremi-
tles of the two wires and thoroly con-
vinced themselves nhat they were separat-
ed by the entire length of the laboratories,
With, morveover, thick walls and closed
doors interveming. Yet, under these de-
cldedly adverse conditions, they were able
to converse even in a low voice without
the slightest difficulty. The conversation
was not impeded by any of those dis-
agreeable mnoises whidh usually distract
people speaking thru ordinary telephones.
This was all the more rewarkable owing
to the fact that the extremity of one of
these wires was about forty-five feet higher
than the end of the other. Ducretet in-
tends to carry on his experiments with
energy, increase the distances and study
the conditions of transmission thra differ-
ent soils.

In fact, a vast gamble ig
now in progress in sugar, the chié¢f game-
sters being the German bankers, who have
heen aceustomed  to finance the German
beet sngar industry.
