MONTREAL, Sept. 16—(Special).—
Chief interest at the resulned meeting

‘of the Canadian Manufacturers’ Asso-

ciation at the Windsor Hotel to-day
centred around the question as to
how far trade protection is a factor in
bullding up Canadian industries.

The matter was brought up on a re-
port from the tariff commmittee, which
made very special reference to the
present condition of the woolen indus-

try in the country, and insisted that,}

if the factories are not to close their
doors forever, it must have immediate
attention at the ha.ndl of the govern-
ment.

The discussion which this report pro
voked was, however, necessarily very
brief owing to the approach of the ad-
journment hour, when P. W. Ellis, the
chairman of the tariff committee,
stood up to read the report, and finally
further debate was adjourned until to-
morrow, when the convention will be

" called upon to decide whether Messrs.

Murray, McKay, Simpspn and Ellis
shall be appointed as a| special com-
mittee to make representations to the
government in the sense'of a demand
ptronger than has hitherto ever been
offered for the protection that it is
said the woolen industry absolutely
needs If it is not to become a dead in-
terest in the Dominion.

J. H. Kendry of Peterboro, main-
tained that further action should be
taken by the appointment of a com-
mittee to press for the. help needed. He
complained bitterly ‘that the govern-
ment' had not seen fit to help the in-
dustry, and took issue with the state~
ment of Sir Wiifrid urier that the
government have on ore than one
occasion given evidenceo f their ap-
preciation of the importance of the
woolen interests and their desire to
give reasonable encouragement to it.
Thru this lack of support the industry,
Mr. Kendry sald, was dying in this
country, and all the best labor was go~
ing to the United States.

Fears for Cotton Trade.

The same subject was referred - to

earlier in the meeting by L. Simpson,

* Montreal Cotton Co., Valleyfield, who

thanked the Hon. Mr. Rolland for his
remarks on the woolen industry, and
the demand that something should bhe
done in the interests of that industry
in this country. As the woolen trade
is to-day the cotton trade might be to-
morrow, and, he thought everybody
concerned in the textile trades ought
to consider the president’s remarks
very earnestly. When they had pro-
teation without preference it was pos-
sible for the textile trades of this
ccuntry to do business satisfactory to
everybody concerned, but with the
bresent preference which the govern-
ment has allowed to manufacturers,
when trade is bad in England, it wase
utterly impossible for Canadian manu-
facturers to pay the increased costs.
