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HEAVY RAIN CAUSE
OF SERIOUS FLOOD

Portion of Haymarket Square and Gilbert’s Lane
Under Water — Street Car Traffic Has Been
Stopped and Business is at a Standstill—Much

Damage Done.

The continuous heavy down pour’ of
rain has caused unprecedented conditions
in Haymarket Square and vicinity, a large
portion of which is flooded, there being
from a foot to three feet of water in
places, and many stores and houses are
flooded; street car traffic has been stop-
ped cmpletely and conditions, should the
rain continue throughout the day, will
probably be worse rather than better.

There segms to be a difference of opin-
jon as to the immediate cause, some of
the residents claiming that it is the re-
sult of the choked up state of the catch
basins, while the water and sewerage de-
partment assign the trouble to the ex-
tremeiy high tide in the Marsh Creek,
which has caused the water to back up m-
to the catch basins. Beth reasons are
probably correct.

The flood is worst along the west and

north sides of the square, near Gilbert’s
Lane, where the water is = about three
feet deep. Stores and houses along there,
on the street level, are flooded, and others
are likely to be. There is little, if any,
traffic attempted, as the water is up to
the horses’ knees, and to the hubs of the
wheels, and business is at a standstill.

For a time it was possible to run the
cars, but later it was found necessary to
stop this also, and passengers are now
transferred from the foot of Water-
loo street across Delhi street to City Road.
The flood also extends ' along Gilbert’s
lane and Meadow streets, where houses
are flooded and much damage and incon-
venience and hardship must result. Wood
and coal sheds are full of water, which,
in itself, is causing all kinds of trouble,
and back yards are flooded with drift ma-
terial.

CANADIAN PORTS
GOT APPLE TRADE

Shipments From St. John and
Halifax Increase While Those

New York Were Lower.

Boston, Mass., Jan. 6—By the compila-
tion of statistics of the. apple shipments
from the castern ports of North America
it is shown that there was a large decrease
in the number of barrels shipped from
every city except St. John, N. B, and
Halifax, N. S. which shipments werc
largér than ever before.

¥rom Boston 153,542 barrels were sent,
compared with 275,810 in 1907, and  430.-
940 in 1908.

The New York hipments this year
showed a decrease of 75:639 barrels.

The total numbe’r"!a burrels of apples
shipped during: the season of 190809 from |
|St. Johm,” N. B., Halifax and-Annapolis,
NZ8., were 367,006; an inerease mrtb&
preceding season of 77.994 barrels, and
188,659 barrels over 1906-07.

Among the other ports Montreal was
the only .one whose shipments exceeded
those of Halifax, shipping 356.845 barrels,
against 336,982 from Halifax.

Portland, Maine, was also far below its
last year’s record. After sending away
last season 170,291 barrels, a gan of 23,
158, this year but 55,271 barrels were
shipped, a decrease of 115,020 2

Most of the fruit séent from these ports
go to Liverpool, London, Manchester,
Glasgow and other foreign places. This
year a considerable quantity was shipped
from Halifax to South Africa, where the
freight rate is $2.65 a barrel, or about
twice the cost of the fruit.

One of the things which has made the
.Canadian ' apples popular in Europe is the
Canadian system of packing and grading,
in order to overcome which a bill will be
introduced in the Maine legislature which
convenes Wednesday.

This bill will be framed by the Maine
Pomological society and will seek to se-
cure the uniform grading and packing of
aples in order to insure protection for
the consumer. A more drastic bill is now

before the Vermont legislature.

“Lord Strathcona’s new silver cup
(value $500) will be competed for in three
test matches on different days during
your visit, six rinks representing Scot-
land meeting your rinks each day. One
day the Canadian Scots team will have
a match with you, and you will meet the
old boys at home. Sixteen provinces at
least have been allotted days to meet you.

One of the most eerious results of the
rain and wind storm, which started in
yesterday and continued all morning, -is
a bad washout on the C. P. R., mear

Clarendon. About seven or eight miles
of track are reported to be under water,
and the Boston and Montreal trains, due
to arrive here at 11.35 and 12 noom, are
held at Fredericton Junction until the
line'i§ made passable.

The indications are that these trains
will not be able to get through today. As
the submerged portion is. so great it
would be practically impossible to: trans-
fer the, passengers, so they will probably
be held at the junction for some time.

The Boston train, which  left at 7
o’clock this morning, got through all
right’ and the Frederictor train was able
to come in at 9 a. m., but since then no
trains have passed the portion of the
road affected. . :

Considerable havoe was wrought about
the city by the high wind at noon. Win-
dows were broken, signs, chimneys, fences
and flag-poles blown down, and several
vessels in the harbor were blown from
their moorings.
