Report to Bavarian Diet on Ludwig Il isv Made Puablic—
_ Wildest Extravagance—Ruler Declined §0:Associate With

-Any But Servants, and Gave No Audiences.

Berlin, Mar. 1—In order to justify the.
incarceration of King = Ludwig . II.- of
Bavaria as a madman, a remarkable re-
port made by the Bavarian Cabinet to a
secret session of the Diet has been made
public in the columns of the Neue Freie
Volkszeitung of Munich. This report
gives new details of the unfortunate mon-
arch’s eccentricities. ;

From his earliest: childhoon the Kl:gg
evinced signs of insanity, as did his
brother, the still ‘living and intane King
Otto.

/

ceive foreign rulers or diplomats. . His
Majesty was so obsessed . by his literary
studies that he tvould interrupt audiences
with ministers with quotations from
Schiller. .

Later he developed a dislike for meet-

ing preople, declined to attend .church, and
built himself a luxurious private chapel.
The presence of the public in theatres
also disturbed him, and. he . commanded
operas and plays to be performed to him
alone.
- Betwen. 1876 and 1881 the King imsisted
on living in seclusion. in his country
houses for months at a time, and when
he returned to the Munich- castle regarded
it as a prison.

At Court banquets the King believed
he was on his way to the scaffold and
insisted on being hidden behind banks of
flowers. The music had to be of a thun-
derous character, and when it was not
loud enoguh the King would strike the
floor vislently with his sword. He wae,
by the way, a great patron of Richard
Wagner. £

His - Majesty was once seized with a
fancy for giving emfertainments to stable
boys, ~with whom he played the most
He once feasted thé boys
in the Turkish room of his superb palace
of Linderhof, built on the model of Ver-
sailles in the time of Louis 1V., who, the
King declared, was his ideal.

Finally, the mad ruler declined to asso-
ciate with anybody except servants. In
the last  years of s reign he gave no
Court dinners .and no audiences, and
abandoned all direct intercourse with the
Cabinet. Commands and. messages lad to
be {ransmitted through servants. Finally.
royal decrees were issued through loecked

dicate that they understood by scratching
the door. i

Anybody who entered the King's pres-
ence had to kep his head bowed-so low
that he could not see the King, while no-
body was permitted to address him, and
messages could be communicated only by
gestures.

Once the King drove out clad in a
golden and purple Louis XIV. «costume
and surrounded by an enormous guard

Tmdwig began to arouse comment |
-in : 1864 . through his . disinclination. to re-

of~-maounted gendarmes “to shield him
from assassination.”

It was ‘His Magjesty's . unparalled  ex-
travagance which caused his dethrone-
ment. - He ‘spent millioris*of pounds in
building gorgeous castles and embellish-
ing them in the most costly style. He
constantly demanded - increases in the
civil list and. dismissed or ordered the
arrest of ministexs who declined to carry
out his wishes. Frequent loans were made
to cover the deficitsieaused by the King's
habits.

Meanwhile narch himself devised

the

all kinds of fantastic sthemes for meeting |

his requirements. The Court Quarter-
master Hesselschwerd, who had to suffer
in, many ways from the King’s caprices,
was  despatched to the late Prince of
Thurn and Taxis in search of a loan,
while another personage was despatched
to Vienna to attempt to obtain an ad-
vance of money. from the Austrian Em-
peror. In fact, definite orders were given
that . funds should be sought in almost
every capital of the world, including
Constantinople and Teheran. The King
evan commanded. that an envoy should be
sent to Brazil for this purpose. He also
ordered the formation of a robber band
to. break into the banks of Stuttgart,
Berlin and Paris, and carry off for him
their stores of bullion. At the same time,
four members of hix ehtourage were in-
structed to raise a loan of £1,000,000.
Another peculiarity of the King was
his devotion to inanimate objects. He
never passed a particular tree on the
shores .of Starnberg Lake without raising
his hands in the gesture of benediction.
In the Schloss Lindenhof stood a marble
pillar, which the monarch; always touch-
ed when he passed it, and which he em-
braced affectionately whenever he left
the place on a prolonged absence. More-
ovar, he insisted on others participat-
ing in this cnlt, and Hesselsewerd was
compelled to kneel down before a picture
whick it is believed was the portrait of
Marie Antoinette. ‘This Queen and Louis
XIV. were King Ludwig's favorite his-

torical personages, and he was accustomed |

to entertain them in his imagination with
sumptuous hospitality. .

The King was subject to curious per-
sonal antipathies. He was intensely jeal-
ous of the German Crown Prince, . who
cnjoyed great popularity in Bavaria, and
commissioned  Hesselechwerd to hire al
band of robbers to kidnap him and im-
prison him in a cave, where he was to be |
fed on bread and water. In 1884 the same
official was instructed to have the War
Minister Melliger flung into the castle
dungeon, and to devise some especially
terrifying punishment for the ¥inance
Minister, who had incurred the sover-
eign’s wrath by his representations as to
the royal debts,
