During the week several people
had handled the wire, which was thought
to be harmless.

The common council in committee
this morning passed a recommendation
of Commisioner Bullock that a block of
land in the Lancaster town-planning
area be sold to the N. B. Protestant
Orphang’ Home for $2,600, but with some
members reserving final decision.

Top Wharfage Rates,

Reporting on a petition of several busi-
ness people, asking that the city reduce
the top wharfage rate on salt and fire
brick to equalize them with those of
Montreal, Commissioner Bullock said
that the average rates of Montreal were
higher than here, but in some com-
modities they were lower. Out of 525
items, sixty per cent, or 315, were
higher than ours, while the other 210
were lower. He said that many of the
Montreal rates which were specified
covered articles included in the general
cargo rate of twenty-five cents a ton
here.
