Princess Patricia. Sir John M. Gibson, 
lieutenant-governor of Ontario, was host.

The mediation colony left here early 
and will return tonight. En route they 
probably will have some informal dis­
cussion about the mediation problem. No 
regular conferences are contemplated.

That Huerta has formally indicated 
his willingness to abide by the pro­
gramme thus far outlined here, is no 
longer doubted.

Washington, May 27—Official dis­
patches from Mexico City say the “with­
drawal” of Huerta is possible and add 
that it is being delayed by the necessity 
of arrangements to permit the dictator 
to abdicate with dignity.

The chief of these was 
the race at Newmarket in 1912, where 
Sweeper II. broke away from a field in 
a spectacular finish and won by a 
length. Mr. Duryea bred Bugler, Man- 
thorpe, Banshee and several other favor­
ites in English and French races.

Mr. Duryea and Harry Payne Whit­
ney have jointly owned several horses. 
He has stables in England and France, 
and, accompanied by Mrs. Duryea, he 
has been a familiar figure at most of the 
important races of the last ten years.

Formerly he was well known as a 
yachtsman. He took a prominent part in 
the America’s cup races and was identi­
fied with the syndicate that help defend 
the cup some years ago.

His interest later turned to horse rac­
ing and when the anti-betting laws were 
passed in this state he started his for­
eign stables and since then has spent 
most of his time abroad.

Downs, Eng., May 27—Durbar II, be­

longing to H. B. Duryea, the only Am­
erican entry, won the derby here today ; 
Sir E. Cassel’s Hapsburg was second, 
and Peter the Hermit was third. Dur­
bar II won by three lengths. A length 
and a half separated the second and the 
third horses.

The derby stakes was established in 
1780, but races had taken place on the 
same course as early as 1640. The stake 
is valued at $32,600, and is for colts and 
fillies of three years old. The course is 
about one mile and a half in length. For 
this year’s race there were originally 375 
entries. The great favorite, the Te- 
trach, was scratched a few weeks ago. 
Durbar II, today’s winner, is a bay colt 
by Rabelais, out of Armenia, He was 
bred in France. The last American to 
-win the English Derby was Richard 
Croker, who carried off the classic race 
with Orby in 1907.

Durbar II, whose recent form in 
France had been considered so poor that 
he was regarded here as such a rank 
outsider that odds of 25 to 1 were freely 
laid against him in the ciubs last night.

Mr, Barry argued that presumably she 
had been treated under section 288 of 
the criminal code respecting vagrancy, 
which set out that every person who is 
a loose, idle or disreputable person, or 
vagrant who is guilty of certain stated 
offenses, should be liable under that sec­
tion. The sections were read and the 
only one under which Mr. Barry held she 
could possibly be convicted, read that 
sucii loose, idle or disreputable person, 
“being a common prostitute or night 
walker.” This Mr. Barry said had not 
been proved and said that the only evi­
dence of it, was that Detective Lucas 
was of the opinion that her character 
was such, and that he did not even say 
where he got the opinion.
