Bonar Law gave the 
one to his followers in hi* own reaping re­
marks.

Robert Harcourt, who attempted to fol­
low him, wis shouted down; tad it be­
came apparent that no Liberal speaker waa 
to get a hearing. The Liberals made an­
other attempt at seven thirty, when Sir 

j Rufus Isaacs, attorney general, was put up. 
‘ He was met with cries of “adjourn.” Sir 

' Rufus tried to make himself heard, but 
could not, above the din of the younger 
Tory members, who were now completely 

lout of hand.
The speaker suspended the sitting for an 

i hour, but on-resuming the bloods began 
their uproar again.

"No. No. We won’t let you do any buei- 
’■ seas. Adjourn, Adjourn.”

• The speaker asked for order and dis­
patch of business, but could not quell the 
angry cries of "adjourn," among which Sir 
Edward Carson's voice was conspicuous.

The premier surveyed the Tory storm 
unmoved. At ,8.38 the speaker rose and 
declaring that grave disorder had arisen 
adjourned the house till today.

London, Nov. 13—The firm of Vickers 
Sons and Maxim have stopped work on 
the battleship which they were building 
for Turkey in view of the result of the 
war.

London, Nov. 14—Martin H. Donohoe, 

the correspondent of the Daily Chronicle, 
telegraphs from Constantinople:—

"The demoralized Turks have recognized 
the futility of further resistance. Nazim 
Pasha has informed the Grand Vizier that 
hie army is both unable and unwilling to 
fight, and has suggested- that the only 
course left is to make the best possible 
terms With the allies by direct negotia­
tions which have been opened with the 
Bulgarians.

“Some of the Turkish advisers in the 
capital, are anxious to continue the de­
fence of Tchatalja, hut that would cer­
tainly result in disaster, as the basis of 
the proposals is that Turkey is ready to 
abandon Tchalaja provided the Bulgarians 
undertake not to enter the capital.

"The porte is prepared to make heavy 
sacrifices to avert this crowning humilia­
tion, and if King Ferdinand is not too 
exigent peace is in sight.”

London, Nov. 14—Official confirmation 
that Kiamil Pasha has addressed King 
Ferdinand of Bulgaria directly asking for 
the conclusion of an armistice pending the 
negotiations of peace preliminaries, was 
received here from Constantinople this 
morning.

London, Nov. 14 — The Times’ St. 
Petersburg correspondent says it is re­
ported that the orders for a mobilization 
in the military districts of St. Petersbrug, 
Vilna, Warsaw; Kiev, Odessa and the 
Oaneasus will take effect only after re­
ceiving the news of a mobilization 
Austria-Hungary and Roumanie.

fication has been issued that during the 
next few days troops will be transported 
to Bosnia and Dalmatia in large numbers. 
It is explained; Jnowever, that the move­
ment has no connection with the Balkan 
troubles.

Belgrade, Servis, Nov. 14—A report that 
the Turkish fortress of Adrianople has 
fallen before the attack of the Bulgarian 
and Servian allies it current here but with­
out confirmation.

Another Statement By President Baer— 
Says no Reason Why Public Should 
Suffer

Philadelphia, Nov. 14—"If the people are 
patient, I see no reason why the public 
qonnot be fully supplied with coal with­
out any suffering,” said George F. Baer, 
president of the Reading- Company, in dis­
cussing the reported shortage of anthra­
cite coal. He Said the difficulty in the 
way of increasing'the output of coal was 
primarily due to mine strikes.

“Onr company,” Mr. Beer laid, "has 
made an honest effort to supply the public 
and to keep down the price of coal.

“So far as I know, none of the large 
producing companies have, sold coal above 
circular prices, and in a number of in­
stances they pave warned the dealers who 
buy coal from them that any attempt to 
advance prices would result in cutting off 
their supply. So far es the Reading is 
concerned, this policy will be maintained."

Peking, Nov. 14—Liang Men Ting* min­

ister of foreign affaire, has resigned. The 
reason, it isf understood, was his refusal 
to comply with the wishes of the cabinet 
end begin negotiations with Russia con­
cerning Mongolia, which Liang Men Ting 
comidered tantamount to recognizing the 
autonomy of Mongolia.

According to a Chinese report, Russia 
had pledged herself in secret agreement 
to help maintain Mongolian independence, 
extending the Mongolian tmutory to the 
Great Wall and obtain international re­
cognition of Mongolia as s new state. In 
return Mongolia was to grant to Russia 
railway and mining concessions and super­
vision of her foreign relations.

New York, Nov. 14—The defendants 
themselves promised to supply the bulk of 
the testimony today at the trial of the 
four gunmen charged with the murder of 
Herman Rosenthal. Unlike Charles Becker, 
convicted instigator of the crime, “Gyp 
the Blood,” "Whitey Lewis,” “Dago 
Frank” and "Lefty Louis,” propose to tell 
their own stories, attempting to lay the 
murder at the feet of Harry Vallon, Sam 
Sc-hepps and an unnamed man. Scheppe 
and Vallon are among the informers who 
testified for the state.

Of the four it was expected that Whitey 
Lewis would be the first to testify. Their 
counsel so indicated last night in his open­
ing address to the jury after the state had 
rested its case.

MANN BOY TO REBEL F 
ENGLAND SHOULD G010 WAR

London, Nov. 13—Tom Mann, the labor 
[leader, who served time in jail for a 
epeech he made some time ago advising 
jsoldiers not to obey orders when R came 
down to shooting strikers, made a sensa­
tional speech at a Syndicalist meeting in 
■London.

He moved a resolution denouncing in- 
' jternational wars as calamitous to working­

men, and said the only war which would 
merit their attention was a class war. 
The resolution 
tain entered into any war the workmen 
would resort to a general strike to pre­
vent supplies from going forward to the 
army and navy This resolution was car­
ried by acclamation amid tremendous ap­
plause.

Mann, in introducing the resolution, said 
he was prepared to act as a rebel in the 
event of war, and was prepared: to incite 
others to rebellion and mutiny.

of industrial accidents maintained by the 
department of labor, there were 104, work­
men killed and 3M, injured during the 
month of October. Compared with the 
record for September, this is an increase 
of fifteen in the number killed and a de­
crease of ninety-five in the number in­
jured. The greatest number of fatal ac­
cidents occurred in steam, railway service, 
-there being twenty-eight employee killed.

The preliminary estimate of the number 
of labor disputes in October issued by the 
department of labor, shows that the 
number of strikes was about as great as 
that recorded during the same month of 
last year, and there was no material change 
from conditions during the previous month 
of the present y#r.

disputes of coal miners on Van­

couver Island! continued throughout Oc­
tober, this being the only dispute in which 
a great number of men were involved. 
About twenty-one disputes were in exist­
ence, ten of which commenced during the 
month. Upwards of 4,300 employes were 
involved in these disputes which caused a 
loss of about 86,000 working days.

The department of labor’s index number 
of wholesale prices rose slightly during 
October, standing at 133.1 as compared 
with 132.05 ip September and 139 in Oc­
tober, 1911. The decrease in wheat, oats, 
hay, cattle, sheep, mutton, potatoes, lin­
seed oil, hope and malt was offset by ad­
vances in milk, eggs, hog product, lemons, 
tomatoes, jute, iron, lead, tin, and their 
products, coke, earthenware, opium and 
rqjje.

The feature of thé month 
in retail prices was the widespread scarcity 
of anthracite coal from Nova Scotia to 
Saskatchewan, with advancing prices.

LIBERAL MEMBER 'Seattle, Nov. 14-Fifteen men were
overcome with gas, one probably fatally, 
in the Northern Pacific’s Stampede tun­
nel through the Cascade range, when an 
eastbound extra freight tçain broke in two 
in the big bore. The train xcrew was 
overcome and a gang of laborer* working 
at the west portal, rushed in to rescue 
them, many of the rescuers being over­
come by the gas emitted by the stalled 
engine.

Rescuers finally succeeded in removing 
all the men from the tunnel,, and they 
were placed on a special train and taken 
to a hospital for treatment. Physicians 
on the train reported that all would re­
cover, with the exception of Conductor 
Leonard Hallett, of Seattle, who was in 
charge of the freight train, and who died 
after being taken out of the tunnel.
