The old
Audacions, so long the flag ship of the
China squadron, has been replaced by
the Imperieuse, a vessel of 8,400 tons
displacement and 10,000 horse power.
The Imperieuse is belted
with 10-inch steel faced armor, has a
speed of 18 knots and carries ten guns,
four of them 22 ton breech loaders. Her
consort on the China station is the iron-
clad Orion, with 12-inch armor and four
25 ton guns. On the Australian station,
the ironclad Nelson, has been replaced
by the Orlando of 5,600 tons displacement,
and 8,500 horse-power. This is one of
the new belted cruisers with
stee]l armor, a speed of 18 knots and
