From what can be learned tbe State is 
not so fearful that a juryman has been 
“seen” as it is that the defence succeeded 
in getting a sympathizer in the box. One 
juryman on examination was so positive 
he had no sympathy with the defend­
ants or anything pretaining to them that 
tbe State would not take him. To the 
State’s surprise the a "ence accepted him 
and the prosecution made no objection. 
It is said the juryman’s record has been 
more carefully looked into of late and 
the discovery made that previous to be­
ing called for examination he had fre­
quently expressed sympathy with the 
defendants in no uncertain or equivocal 
way. This juryman is being closely ob­
served.
