The Famous Crimean Nurse Celebrates
Her Eighty-Sixth Birthday.

London, May 15.—Miss Florence
Nightingale, the famous Crimean war
nurse, who shares with the philan-
thropic Baronness Bourdett-Coutts the
honor of being one of England’s “Grand
Old Women,” has just celebrated her
eighty-sixth birthday. Miss Night-
ingale lives in quiet retirement in a
house in the outskirts of London,
which she has occupied for many years.
Here she received a number of personal
friends, who called to congratulate her
con her birthday. Others who remem-
bered the anniversary among them
Kinz Edward and Queen Alexandra,
seni her personal messages of felicita-
tion. Though she has been an invalid

IS RECONMENDED

BY SUB-COMMITTEE ;
ON ELECTION LAW

Suggest That Man Who Does Not Vote Be
Disqualified For Six
Years,

Ottawa, May 16.—The sub-committee
on election law has made a recom-
mendation which, if accepted by par-
liament, means compulsory voting. A
resolution was passed declaring that
anyone who does not cast a4 vote when
entitled is disqualified from voting in
any similar election for six years.

The person so. disqualified may go
before a judge court of record and ob-
tain a certificate of re-enfranchise-
ment by proving illness or other good
and sufficient reason for not having
voted. Anyone who is disfranchised
and votes is liable to a fine of $50 to
$100, or two to three months’ imprison-
ment.

Another recommendation made is
that a person who takes pay for driv-
ing voters to the bpolls is liable to $100
fine. At present only a man who does
the hiring can be punished.

“The
crime for which Mrs. Botkin is suffer-
ing was one of the most notorious in
California. Madly infatuated - with
Dunning, she sent his wife, who was
living in Delaware, a box of poisoned
candy, which caused the death of Mrs.
Dunning and one of her sisters.

CONDEMNED TO DEATH.

Kurdish Chief and Two Bays Will Be
Execut2d  for -Murder.

Tripoli, North Africa, May 16.—Ali
Shamyl Pasha, former military governor
of Scutari, and two boys, were condemned
to death to-day for the murder of Redvan
Pasha, prefect of police of Constanti-
nople, who was assassinated there March
24th. Three others accused of participa-
tion in.the crime were condemned to. life
imprisonment.

While Shamyl Pasha, who is a Kurdish
chieftain, was undergoing an examina-
tion at Tripoli recently in connection with
the murder of Rewan Pasha, he suddenly
rushed, upon the procurator general, Ned-
jim Eddin Bey, fixed his teeth in his
throat and_ held on until his victim was
throttled to death.

On arriving at the jail nine weary
men slipped from the saddles and as
many tired and dripping hoerses shook
themselves till their trappings rattled
like castenets. A few minutes
the watching crowd saw . the prison
doors close upon the men who it is now
fully helieved held up tram No. 97 last
Wednesday.

Mortgage Corperation Being Formed to
Advance Money For the Rebui!d-
ing of Bay City.

San Francisco, May 16.—All the sav-
ings banks of this city will reopen for
business on May 26th, officials of the
various institutions declaring that the
banks are in excellent condition finan-
cially.

THe 'insurance companies will settle
their losses in their own way, each
company atcing for itself according to
the contracts embodied in its policies,
and the fire writers’ bureau of adjust-
ment will make no attempt to dictate
a general policy to be observed in the
settlement of claims, according to a
statement made yesterday by Attorney
T. C. Coogan, who is legal adviser to
the adjusting bureau. The bureau will
act merely as a board of appraisers,
and only report on the losses sustain-
ed.

Millions For Investment.

New York, May 16.—The Herald to-
day says: “It was determined yester-
day that $100,000,000 shall be the capi-
talization of the new mortgage cor-
poration which is to be organized here
to- advance money for the rebuilding
of San Francisco.

“The promoters of the enterprise at
first argued that $10,000,000 capitaliza-
tion would provide an ample vehicle
for handiing hundreds of millions of
investments, bug it was found that
San Francisco Yavored a much larger
capitalization than the $10,000,000 at
first proposed, thus giving opportunity
for investment by the Pacific Coast.
Plans for the perfecting of the huge
corporation will be adopted to-day,
and it is now expected that all of the
preliminaries will be completed this
week, and the work of advancing $100,-
000,000 or more for the reconstruction
of the destroyed city will begin with
30 days.”
