Moore yesterday, that although provis-
jons may be short, there will be no ac-
tual starvation. Mr. George W. Morgan
writes: “This camp is truly a ‘hot
number,” in fact it is wonderful to see
the large sacks of gold that come into
the Alaska Commercial Company’s store
each day from the mines to purchase
supplies with, or put in the safe for
smipmert. The rich creeks run about as
follows:

“Hl Dorado, Bonanza, Skooxum Pup,
Hunker, Dominion and Suiphur. The last
two, Dominion and Sulphur, are newv
strikes, but the indications are that they |
are rick, A few days ago I was out on :
the creeks and saw some handsome
work on Skookum Fup; a gentleman and |

“We. estimate there will be about 4,000
pecple winter here, and while we hope
there will be no suffering from hunger,
we do not hesitate to say there will be
no surplus of provisions. Now, gentle-
men, make this known to as many peo-
ple as possible, for I write these facts
in the interest of humanity, and I am
in a position to know whereof I speak.”

Mr. J. E. Peters says: “This is a red-
hot camp, rich beyond all expectations.
Claims in El Dorado gulch yield as high
as $3,500 to the running foot. up and
down the stream. Next spring there
will be millions of dollars in dust ship-
ped from here. Men who did not have
money enough to buy a grubstake last
fall have gone out this spring with sums
ranging from $20,000 to $50,000, and, in
some instances, more. There will be big
money made here in the next year ov i
two, but it may take money to do it;
for everything sells high, as everything
is’ boomed.

“Lots here are worth as high as $10,l'
000, size 50x100 feet. We bought one -
for $2,600, and before the transfer was
made out we were offered $3,500 for it
but expect to get more in the neu‘}
future. Men who have made money o
the creeks come in here and buy 4
saloon for a few hours and pay almost
fabnlous prices, then everybody drinks:
As high as $300 and $600 have been paid
for a couple of rounds of drinks for %
crowd. Five and ten thousand dollats
is simply a little pocket money for some
of the mushroom millionaires. One man
came to town, staid three weeks, ant
spent $15,000. But all do not spend !
money like that. There is plenty of |
money here, nevertheless, it is not sb
easy to get, in fact a man must huostls |
if he gets enough to cut any kind of a
figure.” .

Mr. J. W. Morrison writes:  “T find
Dawson to be guite a city, built up al !
most entirely with tents, but most of the
inhabitants »re now engaged in building
eabins for winter guarters, This is with-
out doubt the richest placer camp on
earth; the wealth and output of the
diggings is great. It is simply incred- !
ible. Wages are still $15 a day, and if ,
no more laborers arrive this fall wages |
may reach $20 a dav. Evervthing is
high.

Tt is absolutely necessary
for all coming in this fall. néxt winter
or spring. to bring their provisions with
them, and not less than a year's supply.”
