T> ihe Editor: . Yous, editorial in.last
week’s issue of the TFimesg-on ‘‘The Safety
of Workmen,” havingreference . to' the
untimely. death. of:: Brakeman. Houston,
due :to an accident which happened to
kim while coupling some cars-at Welling-
ton, was well-timed, and legislative meas-
ures should be promptly introduced deal-
ing with the automatic railway-coupling
system, putting: in ‘operation ‘protective
enactments ;' whetebi @ghe .liyves: of em-
ployees may_beDetter safgguarded." In
England this automatic doupling ques-
tion has, from one éend of/the Kingdom
to the other, been presented through the
press mainly from the standpoint of the
wagon owner, and newspaper editors, an-
imated, no doubt; by the desire for:ex-
pert information to present to their read-
ers, have freely admitted such matter to
their columns. - 2 .

The railway companies in 1872 were
supposed to supply to the Board of Trade
information of all the accidents occurring
to ‘their servants. ' They gave totals,
which the Board of Trade more.than sus-
pected to be untrue, and took certain
measureés to prove them so. The Board
of Trade thereupon threatemed the Lan-
cashire & Yorkshire Railway that it
would be fined £100 for every case of
death which was found unrecorded, and
four cases to- start with  were notified.
The following year this railway actualy
returned 1,000 accidents-to its servants for
100 the year before, and at a bound near-
ly every other railway more or-less in-
creased their own.returns. By. 1882 :the
1ailways acknowledged to 1,677 shunting
accidents alorie, out of :a body: of 12,000
men, and the rallway Servants and the
press took it up and until 1887 the ques-
tion was a publi¢ one, more particularly
in: coupling ‘and uncoupling.. .’ -

In 1887 that blessed appliance the shunt-
ing pole became the accepted saftey ap-
pliance for shunting, and for a time pub-
lic denunciation of railways ceased. A
wonderful reduction in shunting acci-
dents was of course certain, but in five
years the annual returns had gone wup
to 45 per cent., and no less- that 2,086
shunters who reasonably might have ex-
pected immunity suffered accidents.

To fully understand. this serious state
‘of things it should be known that this
increase had occurred during a period of
constant and increasing care by railway
management and rallway offielals of all
grades, who had striven.to minimize the
danger by better reégulations, by leoser
chains, by better constructed wagons,
and, not least, with fuller and more gen-
eral Board of Trade supervision, justined
by the increasing use of this far-famed
shunting pole. ' In 1857 the ™ Board ' of.

“Trade,” cohivinced: that the rallways ‘werve;
1ot making a full discloshre, ghve a twist'

of the official screw. -At.once the 1568
shunting accidents of 1895 were found ‘to
be understated by nearly TV per cent., for
in 1896 they recorded no less than 2,684.

There has thus been completed evidence
that for a quarter of a century the truth
has been deliberately suppressed. The
recorded deaths by railways ‘from shunt-
ing are simply deaths acknowledged to.
Delegates from the Midland Railway.
Great Northern Railway, Great Western
Railway and Great Eastern Railway
were recently despatched to the.United
States to make inquiries regarding the
automatic coupling of railway wagons,
and upon their return (by the Cunard
steamer Lucania) stated that the Ameri-
can system of automatic coupling was no
better. than the method in use in Eng-
land. The accidents were still propor-
tionate to one-fifth of those arising from
shunting operations. The delegates, how-
ever, would not express themselves as to
whather they were in favor of automatic
Their report would be sub-
mitted to the TUnited States Railway
Companies Association.

Mr. Bell, general secretary of the Rail-
way ' Servants Union, “who also went to
the States on behalf‘of the men, returned
by the same vessel, and said that by au-
tomatic couplings there wWould be a’great
saving of life and limb, and c.e work-
ing expenses in’ favor of rallway com-
panies were reduced by its use, and at a
mass meeting of railway men held recént-
ly at the Holborn Town Hall Mr. Bell
delivered a strong speech on the auto-
matic couplings question, declaring that
the American system worked successinl-
ly and that the only réason for delaying
the reform in England was on the ground
of expense. :

Late News
of the Orient

Mail Advices Received by the
; Kinshiu Maru From the
Far East.

Fire Wipes Out a Japanese Vil-
lage--Uncensored' News
From Manila.

Advices brought by the steamer Kinshiu
Maru tell of an immense conflagration at
.Yamogata, Japan, which completely swep‘t
the village out of existence. Six hundred
buildings and eleven Buddh’'stic temples
und shrines were desiroyed. Numbers of
natives lost their lives. The conflagration
was caused by sparks from fireworks fail-
ing on the thatched. roofs of the bamboo
cottages.

According to news from Hongkong by the
steamer the. recent attack upon the British
flag and its defenders at Taipohu in the
Kowloon extension, has lorng heen premedi-
tated and pre-arranged. It is sald that
as early as last autumn leaders of the
Tried Soclety solicited subscriptions, and,
in order to coerce the natives, used threats:
The Fatshanites—always a turbulent and
foreigner-hating community—responded lib-
erally and gederously to support their
patriotic -fellow-countrymen, in their At-
tempts to prevent the aggressive Britisher
from gaining a4 peacefu! possession »f the
recently ceded territory. The inhabitauts
of the villages situated at the centre of
the trouble were forced to give their quota
under pains and penaities. The rowdies
threatened ‘to burn the villages, and .deci-
mate ‘the people with the sword.
