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Demands of
The Powers

Those Responsible Must Be Pun-
ished For the Attacks
Upon Legations.

Military Preparations for Winter
Stay in China Are Still
Going On.

The Allies Again Attack Forts at
Pei Tang--Anxious to Open
Negotiations.

London, Sept. 18 —The Graphic asserts
that all the powers have accepted Ld
Hung Chang, and will probably accept
Prince Ching as negotiator. It says al'so
that the powers have agreed to insist
that a central government satisfactory
to the powers shall be established M
China, and that full retribution shall be
exacted for the attacks upon the lega-
tions.

No communication, however, has yet
passed- between the powers concerning
indemnities, and a Berlin dispatch says
it is believed there that Dr. Mumm ven
Schwartzenstein, ‘the German minrster,
will purposely délay negotiations until
Marshal von Waldersee has arrived:

Russia’s Policy.

Berlin, Sept. 17.—Shanghai advices to
the Frankfurt Zeitung 8ay Russia’s pol-
icy is making a highly unfaw:qrable im-
pression. It appears that Bntgsh\troops
have begun an attack "upon’ a Chinese
camp in the vicinity of Shanghai. Mar-
shal von Waldersge’s agent has taken
quarters for him at Shanghail 3

A further dispatch to the same journal,
dated September 16th, says: “A third
Russian attack upon the Pei Tang forts,
north of Taku, was repulsed.”

Officers of the British battleship Cen-
turion assert that while the 'Wu Sung
forts were preparing yesterday for ac-
tion, the Centurion signalled the German
flaet, which prepared the - cruiser
Schwalbe for going to Hankow, if neces-
sary. )

The Shanghai correspondent of the
Lokal Anzeiger, wiring to-day says:
“Troops in large numbers are gathering
from all parts of China at Sian Fu,
which has been chosen as the permanent
residence of the imperials. The secre-
tary of the German legation has refused
to begin negotiations with Prince Ching,
saying that Dr. Mumm von Schwartzen-
stein is alone officially qualified for such
functions.”

British Soldiers Killed.

Liondon, - Sept. 17.+~The ‘ British com-
mander_at Taku. capfew thak:a fatigue
party engaged in destroying gunpowder
at Tung Chow was blown up. Eleven
Welsh Fusiliers were wounded, two Brit-
ish Indian soldiers were killed, and
thirteen British Indian soldiers, Captain
Hill and eleven Chinese infantry soldiers
were wounded.

No News at Washington,

- "Washington, Sept. 17.—The passage of
the day without an event bearing upon
the, Chinese situation went to confirm
the prediction made last week by officials
that there would e no immediate im-
portant developments. The general im-
pression is that nothing can be done un-
til the Chinese themselves have progress-
ed further towards the restoration of the
government' at Pekin. ‘

Meanwhile the military preparations for
a winter stay in China. go ‘on without
cessation, though the officials are carefu!
to point out that these are only precau-
tionary measures, and are not to be tak-
en as an indication of a final determin-
ation on the part of the government.

Count von Waldersee, who will com-
mand the allied forces, is expected to
arrive at Shanghai next Wednesday or
Thursday. There have been no an-
nouncements of his purpose, but it is
expected that,these will be developed as
the result of instructions which he will
receive on arrival. ’

The Japanese minister, Mr. Takahira,
had a conference with Acting Secretary
Adee concerning the .status.of Chinese
affairs. Japan’s course has been clearly
defined in her answer to the Russian pro-
posal. In this answer Japan announces
her purpose of withdrawing from Pekin
all “superfluous forces,” and continuing
there only such force as is considered
Recessary. ;

The efforts made by China to start
peace negotiations have led:to the sug-
gestion that Marquis Tto, the distin-
guished Japanese statesman, represent
that ‘country in the negotiations; but he
has expressed .an unwillingness . to. ac-
cept the post, feeling that the conditions
do not require his services. It:was Count
Ito who' represented Japan in the nego-
tiations with Li Hung Chang for the set-
. tlement of the Japanese-Chinese war.
The suggested removal of the Chinese
capital from Pekin to Shanghai is ‘now
abandoned. = !

The state department has received a
message from the consul at Fu Chow,
China, transmitting a copy of an agree-
ment entered into between the viceroy
and Tartar general of Fuh Kien prov-
ince and the foreign consuls at Fu Chow,
which provides that in his absence “‘the
Chinese authorities will do everything in
their - power to protect the lives and
property of foreign officers; ‘merchants
and missionaries resident in Fuh Kien
and at Amoy; that Central and Southern
China shall not be attacked-by the for-
eign powers 80 long as the loeal authori-
ties maintain order; and that the ad-
mirals of the several nations will be in-
formed that it is not advisable that a
number of naval vessels should visit Fu
Chow, lest her people be alarmed.” The
agreement is signed by the British,’ Rus-
sian  United - States, * Japafese and
French consuls, and by Viceroy Hsu
Ying Kuei and General Shan Lein.

To Rescue Christians.

Pekin, Sept. 13, via Tien Tsin. Sept.
15, via Shanghai, Sept. 17.—Provost
courts have been opened in Pekin by all
the military commanders. The Germans
hgve made robbery a capital offence,

Capt. W. W. Forsyth, with 300 men of

'the Sixth Cavalry, will start to-morrow

on a tour of the district to the northeast
of Pekin, to rescue Christians and to
make a ten days’ reconnaissance. ,

Other expeditions have been planned,
but the general sentiment is opposed to
such undertakings, as they tend to keep
the country disturbed.

Town Burned.

Berlin, Sept. 17.—An official ‘dispatch
from Shanghai says a German naval
battalion, accompanied by forty Bengal
Lancers, captured and burned the town
of Liang on September 11th. .A hundrad
Boxers were killed. The Chinese regu-
lar troops occupying the place had pre-
viously fled. The German loss was one
man killed and 5 men wounded.

Washington, Sept. 19.—The general
impreasion here is that the Germ.an note
of yesterday demanding the pun.lshment
of the Chinese officials respomsible for
the outrages upon foreigners as a pre-
cedent to peace negotiations, has bx:opght
the Chinese trouble to an dcute crisis as
far as the United States government 18
concerned.

This conclusion is based-upon the be-
fief in official circles that the Chinese
government canpot accept the - German
proposition, so ‘that’ it is now for .the
Wnited States government either to with-
draw its forces ffom China immediately
or to.join Germany and England, and
perhaps some other of the allied powers,
in a prolonged war on China.

Baron von Sternberg, the German
charge d’affaires, and Mr. Wu, the Chi-

nese minister, the latter showing visible’

signs of nervousness and disquiet over
this last move, both called at the state
department. Afterward Assistant Secre-
tary Adee repaired to the White House
to communicate to_the  President the
substance of conversation he had had
with th2 iwo diplomats and to assist in
the consideration of Germany’s note.

He declined to discuss the latter publicly ‘

in any phase.

The belief is growing that if the Unit-
ed States government is forced to a
speedy decision as to the German pro-

position, it may resoit to direct negotia-

tions with the Chinese government, and,
bhaving settled .its.scores with that gov-
ernment, withdraw from. China.

Will Oppose Russians.

Tien Tsin, Sept. 17.—It is understood
that the British authorities hére have
been instructed to oppose vigorously ‘the
proposed Russian occupation of the Shan
Hai Kwan and Tier Tsin railway, which
is owned by a British syndicate and leas-
ed to the. Chinese.

The recent Russian movements north-
ward are believed here to include an ex-
pedition to Shan Hai Kwan, which is
now held by the Imperial troops.

Both the British and the Americans
have an eye on Shan Hai Kwan as an
open winter port. Only a few miles of
the railway has been destroyed and the
bridges are intact. .

A British expedition to Shan Hai
Kwan is probable at an early date.

The Chinese Game.

Berlin, Sept. 19.—The Bassen Zeitung
to-day prints a special dispatch from
Shanghai, dated Monday, September
17th, saying that, an TImperidl edict,
dated September Tth, commands all the
Chinese generals, under the penalty of
death, and orders all high officials to re-
turn to Pekin and assist in restoring or-
der and peace, and orders the suppres-
sion of Boxers. It also says the leaders
must be captured.

A second edict, the dispatch adds, or-
ders comprehensive reform in the entire
administration of the empire.

The allies at Pekin, it is also declared
in the dispatch, ‘must insist upon the
Emperor’s return and the punishment of
Kang Y: and all the Boxer leaders.

London, Sept. 20.—A dispatch to the
Times from Shanghai, dated yesterday,
says Sir Claude Macdonald will become
British minister at Tokio, and will be
succeeded at Pekin by Sir Ernest Mason
Satow, the present British:. minister at
the Japanese capital. The Times cor-
respondent says: “It is disappoin#ing to
British in the-Far Bast, as they hoped
that a strong_ diplomatist would be sent
to Pekin.”

It is probable that Viee-Admiral Sey-
mour will meet Sir Claude Macdonald
at Tien Tsin. i

Reports from Nankin point to the in-
creasing activity and influence of the
anti-foreign party. ' The -manner in
which the Yang-tse ‘viceroys have been
ignored by the throne in reference to
the peace negotiations, “while imperial
edicts order the Manchu leaders to re-
sume the control of affairs, is capable
of only one interpretation. Shanghai
specials seem to show quite a shower of
edicts  regarding negotiations to which
little importance is- attached.

According tho the Daily Mail’'s St.
Petersburg correspondent, Russia  ,will
claim indemnity of £100,000,000: '

A Washington special 'says: ‘“‘I'he

Will Be Punished.

Berlin, Sept. 19.—It is understood that
the immediate’ cause for issuing Gert
many’s circular note to the powers re-
garding a Chinese settlement was the
fact that Li Hung Chang, during -his
recent interview with Dr. Munn von
Schwartzenstein, the German minister to
China, mentioned a number of names of
alleged high mandarins hitherto unknown
as those responsible for ‘the Pekin out-
rages, and said ‘that China was willing
to punish them. . b

This explanation seems to be borne out
by the following statement made.by the
German foreign office to-day to the éor-

respondent .of the -Associated Press in:

Berlin: ““What we want to avoid is an

opportunity for allowing China to impose !
any shain concessions upon the powers:
by delivering up for punishment persons’
who had nothing to do “with the Pekin"

atrocities. Hence it is advisable for the
representatives of the powers in China
to designate beforehand all who are no-
toriously guilty. Germany does not wish
to prejudice the case in any way.
wishes to reach an agreement with the
powers regarding the guilty and t’heir
punishment.” : e

“I think there
will ‘be no difficulty, in getting the pow-
ers to agree.in principle to the German
proposition to punish the guilty. * The
veal -difficulty will be in deciding low
high to go. If they. decide to include
Prince Tuan, then they will find that
the Impress Regent was back of him.
Russia, in my opinion, will not now
withdraw her troops frem Pekin, inap-
much as Germany and the other powers
remain. She will decide that ecircum-
stances have changed, and that she mupt
remain also.” . .
The chief of one of the.embassies,, dis-
cussing the question this afternoon, op-
served: ‘“Probably all the interestéd
powers will agree to adopt the Germ4n
proposition, with -the possible exception
of Russia, who has hitherto car@tuﬁf’y
avoided mentioning the punishment bf
the guilty.

Many Schooners ‘Wiere Driven Ashore—
