VICEROY SENDS A
REPORT ON DISASTER

Text of Dispatch to the Czar—Re gof
Newchwang Bombardment Un-
confirmed.

London. April 22.—The Tokio corre-
spondent of the " Daily Telegraph says
that Port Arthur undoubtedly is effec-
tively blocked and that events are cul-
minating around the doomed fortress.

The correspondent of the Standard at
Tientsin says that Japanese troops are
now embarking fromy Korea and possibly
are being reinforced by the forces on the
Yalu river, from which the Russians
have practically withdrawn,

Cossacks on Move.

Paris, April 22.—The $St. Petershurg
correspondent of the Petit Parisien
says he has learned that General Kour-
opatkin has ordered the advance of the
Russian forces which are massed in
northwestern Korea, and that a brigade
of infantry with 5,000 Cossacks is with-
in one hundred versts of the banks of
the Tumen river, ..

Japs Executed.

St. Petersburg, April 21.—The Em-
peror has received the following tele-
gram from General Kouropatkin:

“I respectively report to Your Ma-
jesty that-two Japanese officers, named
Stoevo Yukoka and Gishka Oki, were
arrested near the station of Tur Chi
Kha. In their possession were found
three cases of Bickford fuse, a French
wrench, dynamite cartridges, tools for
railway wrecking, cylinders econtaining
one and a half pounds of pyroxilin, good
maps of Manchuria and northern Korea
and a number of notes.

“A court-martial held at Harbin,
April 20th, found them guilty while be-

longing to the Japanese army eperating
agaiust, Russie, and i C
cess for their army by destroying or

damaging {elegraph and raidway com-
munication by means of pyroxilin, pro-
vided for that purpose, and of making
their way secretly into Manchuria,

“The officers were condemned to be
deprived of their civil rights and to
be executed by hanging.

“I confirmed the sentence, but in view
of the officers’ rank consefited that they
be shot instead of hanged, with the

To Prey on Commerce,

St. Petersburg, April 21.—The admir-
alty, it is announced, intends to fit out
two ships purchased ‘from  Germany,
whick were formerly in the trans-Atlan-
tic service, together with a number of
ships of the volunteer fleet, with rapid-
fire guns and to send them to the Pacific
to prey upon Japanese commerce. The
admiralty believes that by this means it
can prevent the resumption of operations
by the Japanese commercial .fleet and
strike a2 hard blow against Japan’s hope
of maintaining her —resources’ for the
Prosecution of the war.

ALEXIEFF'S REPORT,
Tells of the Destruction of Battleskip
and Sinking of Torpedo Boat
Destroyer,

St. Petersburg, April 22.—The text of
Viceroy Alexieff’s report to the Emperor
concerning the Petropolavsk disaster and
the torpedo boat engagement which pre-
ceded it reads as follows:

“T respecifully report to Your Majesty |
that on April 11th the whole effective
squadron at Port Arthur sailed out six
miles to the southward to manoceuvre,
and towards evening returned to port.

“On April 12th, a flotilla of eight tor-
pedo boat destroyers went out to in-
‘'spect the islands, having received orders
to attack the ememy should he be en-
countered in the course of the night.

“Owing fo the darkness and a' heayy
rain three of the destroyers became sep-
arated from the flotilla, two of which re- |
turfied t¢ Porf Arthur at-dawn, The
third, however, the Bezstrashni; having,
according .to evidence, encountered sev-
eral Japanese destroyers, took them in the
darkness for Russian ships, and giving
the sigal of recogmition joined them at
dawn, She was recognized by the enemy,
and there was a fight at close 'quarters,
in which her commander,” midshipman
and engineer and most of her crew were
killed. Maleff, her lietuenant, although
wounded, coutinued firing on the enemy.

“At dawn on April 13th the cruiser
Bayan went out, preceded by destroyers,
and hurried to the rescue. About sixteén
miles from Port Arthur-the Bayan saw
the destroyer Bezstrashni engaged with
four Japanese destroyers.  Shortly after-
wards an explosion occurred, dnd the
Bezstrashni sank.

“Driving off the enemy, the Bayan ap-
proached ‘the scene of the fight, lowered
her boats, and had time to save the re-
mainder of the destroyer’s crew. TUnfor-
tunately only five men were swimming.
Their lives were saved.

“The cruiser was -obliged to fight on
her starboard side with 'six Japanese
cruisers, which came wup. Having pick-
ed up her hoats, the Bayan regained the
harhor, suffering no damage or, loss, al-
though covered with fragments of shells.

“The cruiser Diana and five destroy-
ers hastened to her succor, and at the
same time other cruisers,” the ‘battleships
Petropolavsk and Poltava and some de-
stroyers, came out from the roadstead,
and the other battleships left the harbor
in column formation, with the Bayan at
the head and the destroyers on the flank.

“Vice-Admiral Makaroff proceeded to
the scene of the Bezstrashni’s fight,
whither more Japanese - destroyers and
cruisers were approaching. After a
short fusilade at fifty cable lengths dis- |
tance, the ships drew off. _

“A squadron of nine Japanese battle- J
ships approached at 6.40 a. m., and our
ships retired toward Port Arthur. In
the roadstead they were joined by the
Pobieda, Peresviet and Sevastopol,
whieh were coming out through the ehan-
nel. The squadron was drawn up inthe
following order, Askold, Bayan, Diana,
Petropolavsk, Peresviet, Pobieda, Novik,
five destroyers and two torpedo cruisers.
They turned toward the left, but when
approaching the mouth of the channel
the destroyers were signalled to return to
the-harbor and the cruisers to proceed.
© «“Manoeuvring, with the Petropolavsk
at their head, the squadron turned to the
east, making toward the enemy on theip
right.

“At 9.43 a. m. an explosion oeccurred
at the right side of the Petropolavsk,
then a second and more violent explosion
under her bridge. A thick column of
greenish yellow smoke was seen to rise
from the battieship, her mast, funnel
and bridge were thrown up, and the bat-
tleship heeled over on her starboard. Her
poop arose from the water showing her
screw working in the air.

“The Petropolavsk was surrounded by
flames and in two minutes sank, bow
first. Some of her ¢rew escaped.

TRANSFER OF CANAL.

NEIDERMEIER HAD TO BE
CARR[ED} T0 SCAFFOLD

-Snatched the Death Warrant From {he
. Sheriff and Put It in His
Pocket.

Chicago, April 22.—Peter Neider~
meier, Gustave Marx, and Harvey Van-
dine, the notorious car-barn bandits and
confessed murderers of eight men, were
hanged to-day.

Neidermeier was the first to die, and
his manner of death was unusual. He
was so weak, as the result of his recent
attempt at suicide, that the jail guards
were forced to earry him to the scaffold.
He was then placed in a chair and the
drop sprung at 10.35. His body maoved
convulsively as he hung. Although it was
first believed by the physicians that he
was- strangling, it" developed that: his
t neck had been broken. ' Twenty minutes
after the drop fell he was pronouneed
dead, and the body was cut down.
Previous, to the execution, Neidermeier
maintained the same  sullen demeanor
which has characterized him since he be-
i came a prisvner. While the death war-
rant was being read he snatched the
document from the sheriff and put it in
his pocket, making a sarcastic reference
to his execution. He was carried to one
of the floors on a jail truck, then carried
down a flight of stairs to the scaffold.

Marx, accompanied by two priests,
was led to the scaffold, repeating a
litany after the clergy. He made no
statcment. He appeared weak, but -met
deatu bravely. The trap was sprung
on him. at 11.17. He was pronounced
dead at 11.34, kis neck having been
broken.

Harvey Vancine was hanged a short
i time after the execution of his compan-
{ ion, Marx, The incidents of Vandine’s
| execution jwere similar to those which
charaeterized she-execution of Marx.
Like Mars, Vandine was composed pre-
ceding execution. With the .Catholie
priests who had aceompanied Marx, Van-
dine walked unfalteringly to the scaffold,
attired meatly in black like Marx, and
wearing a white waistcoat and a white
rose. He made no statement while on
the scaffold, but the prayer which he-re-
peated with his spiritual advisers was
audible, With Vandine’s lips still moving
| in prayer the trap was sprung at 11.53.
His neck was broken.

The hanging of the youthful car barn
bandits followed eight murders, all at-
tendant upon rObberies or efforts to es-
cape arrest. During an attempt to es-
cape in a stolen train after an extraor-
dinary battle in the swamps of Northern
Indiana, just east of Chicago, in Novem-
ber iast, the capture of the gang was
completed by the arrest of Neidermeier,
Vandine and Emil Roeski, the associ-
ate, Marx, having already been arrested.

Vandine, Neidermeier and Marx were
sentenced * for the murder of Frank
Stewart,- a clerk in the Chicago City
railway barn, during a robbery there on
the morning of August 30th, 1903. Jas.
B. Johnsen, a motorman, was. also kill-

--ed, and two persons were wounded.

The bandits escaped with  $2,240,
Roeskiwas not concerned in this erime:

Marx's drunken boastfulness directed
suspicien to him, and he was weunded
and captured, but not until he had shet
¢nd killed Detective Quinn in a battle in
a Chicago saloon.

Several days later, Marx, angered at
the failure of his companions to carry
out a prearranged plan to dynamite the
police station in which he was confined,
and secure his release, confessed to the
murders at the street railway barn and
implicated’ 'Neidermeiler and Vandine.
Marx told of other desperate crimes fhey
had committed, and involved Roeski.

Soon afterward the three men were
fornd hiding in a “dug-out’” near Clark,
Ind. Seven Chicago policemen laid siege
to their cave, and a pitched battle with
rifles and revolvers ensued, in which two
detectives were wounded, one fatally.
The bandits escaped from their cave and
the deteetives withdrew to care  for
their wounded and secure reinforce-

| ments.

The bandits captured a freight trainm,
shooting and killing Brakeman John
Sovia, who tried to prevent them, and
started to run to Liverpool. A posse of
farmers stopped the train. The bandits
again gave battle Lo the farmers, and
Neidermeier and Vandine were wounded
and surrendered. Roeski got away, but
was soon arrested without resistance.

In the trials no defence was made for
Neidermeier. In the case of Vandine
evidence was introduced to show that he
had been, since birth, afflicted with a
form of epilepsy which had made him.ir-
responrsible.

Marx, Neidermeier and Vandine were
found guilty and sentenced to be hanzed.
Roeski was afterwards sentenced to life
imprisonment. All of them were under
25 years of age.
