An Outrage.

On Tueaday morning, about 2 o'clock,
some of the residents in the vicinity of the
Goggin 'Corner, Water Street, Chatham,
heard the noise of breaking glass and the
voices of men on the street. When it was
light enough for observations to be made the
explanation was apparent in the condition of
the window of the store in the Goggin®
building occupied by S. U. McCulley, Esq.,
watchmaker, who is also police magistrate,
Theglass had been smasted as far as possible
from the outside, every pane not protected
by the heavy wire petting, being broken.
Mr. McCalley found, inside ot the shop, two
large stones averaging four pounds. each, a
half brick and & stick of firewood—a usual
stove length-—all of which had évidently
been hurled through the window with con-
siderable force, Not only was th&shop win-
dow broken but several panes of glass of a
sash which reached from the show board up-
wards as a protection for the articles in the
window from duet, were also broken.

The store-front, during the day, presented
a wrecked appearance that made every good
citizen feel that the town was disgraced in
the fact that men who would commitsuch an
act of vandalism were in it, and that they
could, apparently, not be detected and pun-
ished. {

There had been several casey of violation
of the Scott Act before the police court on
Monday and one conviction—that of James

“Qonway—had been made, on evidence which

”ﬁ’m’”ld tono other result but a fine.
The other cases were vot finished. The pro-
formance of his manifest duty ia the Scott
Act business by Mr. McCalley, and the out-
rage by which his store-front was wrecked,
were connected together by almost every-
body who talked of the event, and it would
go hard with the wreckers if representatives
of the public sentiment of Chatham could
lay hande upon them.

There are several things that must be
understood by the ruffians who performed
this job, as well as by those who, ia any
way, sympathise with them. They may do
such things and escape the consequences for
a time, but justice and punishment will
come upon them in the end. They may,
meantime, annoy and, perhaps, injare those
who respect law, order, good mgrals and
public decency in the community, but they
will neither help their friends nor intimidate
either the police magistrate or the law-abid-
ing citizens. If, asis generally believed,
this outrage, as well as the hurling of a bottle
through Rev. Mr. Marshall's window, a fow
wecks since, were inspired by those who resent
the enforcement of penalties against violators
of the Scott'Act, there can be but one course
open to every citizen worthy of the name—
no matter what his views of the merits of
the Act itself may be—and thatis to actively
uphold the law and protect those who do
their duty in enforcing it.

The Lazaretto.

The following is a copy of the Rev. Father
Babineau’s memorial to the Dominion Gov-
ernment to which we referred to last week—
To the Honourable, The Minister of Agri-

calture, Ottawa.

Hox. Sir.—As Chaplain of the Tracadie
Lazaretto, N. B , which office I have filled
for the last twenty years, since 18/1, I beg
to draw your attention to the tumbling-
down and unwholesome state of the
present Lazaretto buildings and
to the very great wpecessity of provid'ng
better accomodation for the lepers as well
as for the religious ladies in charge, who so
generously and heroically\devote themselves
to the care of those unfortiinate beings.

It is now well known, if not general'y
acknowledged that leprosy is contagious by
inoc'ulation and by cohabitation, as the his-
tory of this disease in this locality evidently
proves. Ursule Landry (Mrs. Joseph
Benoit) was the first leper in this district,
She died in 1828.- The first Lazaretto was
built sixteen years later, in 1844, on Shel-
drake Island, in the Miramichi. We are
startled when we read in the records of those
days that twenty lepers entered the Lazar-
etto in 1844, and at least fifteen had died
hefore that date, making at least thirty tive
persons who, from one single case, contract-
ed the disease during sixteen years. From
the above facts we can form some idea of
how the disease would have spread had it
not been checked in its onward march by
segregation,

The history of the disease in this locality
proves, moreover, that segregation is the
only means by which the disease can be
stamped out. For many years the disease
was confined to Tracadie. At the present
time, of the twenty two pstients in hospital,
only eight are natives of Tracadie; the
fourteen others are from surrounding districts
or parishes, For the last twenty years a
strict watch was kept over this district with
the above good result, whilst a few unknown
cases were with their relatives in other
districts when ‘‘a bed of contagion” has been
created. The disease being hereditary it has
spread to other parishes by marriage.  Some
deny that the disease is hereditary, but hold
that there is in children of tainted parents a
natural disposition to contract the disease
when coming in contact with external causes,
The natural disposition theory cannot be
‘denied ; but I believe that the disease may
break out on the child of tainted parente,
even when removed from external causesy I
am unable to explain otherwise the existence
of at least one case which we had in hospital
from a neighbouring parish. A strict watch
is being kept over all neighbouring districts
pow as I have done over Tracadie during my
twenty years administration.

I have entered into the above details in
order to show that the religious ladies in
charge of the hospital are not absolutely free
from the danger of contagion, although they
take certain precautions which up to the
present at least have preserved them; but I
congider that those self-sacrificing ladies are
more particalacly exposed to contagion on
account of the unwholesome condition of the
buildings, and this you will acknowledge, is
a very serious consideration.

The Lazaretto wes transferred from
Sheldrake Island to Tracadie, in 1849,

Three years later, in 1852, the buildings
were destroyed by fire. A tewporary shed
was built for that winter, and in the follow-
ing spriog, in 1853, the present buildings
were erected by job work, and I believe
were never painted,

The hospital is a one and a half storey
wooden building. The lower part 1s occupied
by the men and consists of two wards, 29 by
24 feet each—one ward is used as a dormi-
tory. In this same ward (which is separated
from the small chapel of the institution by a
glass partition and foldiog shutters) the lepers
attend divine service every morning and per-
form other daily spiritual devotions., I
preach to the lepers in this ward. The other
ward on the same flat is used as a sitting
room, dining room, smoking room and work-
shop by those who are able to work at shoe-
making, carpenter work, &c. The height of
the ceiling in these wards is'7 feet 6 inches,

The half storey above is occapied by the
women, Itis divided into two warde, as
below, which answer for about the same gur.
poses. The ceiling in the wards is 7 feet?4}
inches high.

There are now twenty two patients in
hospital, eleven males and eleven females,

When the present buildings were erected,
no provision was made for ventilation,
When the religious ladies took charge, one
wooden pipe waarun from the eeiling of
each ward to the rouf, by means of which
gsome ventilation is had, bat far from what
it should be and this want of gnod ven-
tilation, with the low ceilings,
deplorable on accrunt of the peculiar odour
emitted by the leper patienta,

‘The air through the wards and the build-
ings isrendered more impure by the de.
plorable condition of the out-houses (closets)
adjoining the wards. These were built on a
wooden foundation thrown over the ground.
The earth around the pit has been™ aided in
its downward tendency by the of
pumberless rats; and the result is that the
whole structure is sinking down into. this
caved in pit. Having been asked what
could be done with these, I gave ilupasan
ingolvable problem.

Notwithstanding all these sericus incon-
veniences which the sisters mect with ia the
fulfillment of their work, we read in the
visiting physician’s yearly report and in the
sccounts of other visitors that everything
about the wards is scrupoulusly cleao, and
this is no exaggeraticn,  Dr. Smith has al-
most invariably alluded to the pressing want
of new buildings in his reports, referring at
the same time interms of praise to the
cleanly state of the wards,

The religious Iadies do all for the lepers
except washing and scrubbing, for which
the services of some elderly lady are

secared. The cooking also is done by the
sisters aided, when necessary, by hired ser-
vants,

The patients rise at 6 in the wmorning.
At 6.30, all the sisters who are not other-
wise engaged,proceed to the wards and recite
morning prayers for the patients. Then the
beds are made and the floor swept. by the
sisters themselves, the air in the wards
at this early hour being very close as you
may imagine. When practicable, the low
windows are opened and the best possible
ventilation made. Breakfast is served by
the sisters.

At 8.30a. m and 4.30 p. m. one sister
goes to the men’s ward, and another in the
women’s ward in order to wash and dress the
sores of those in need of such services.
They wash the face and comb the hair of
those whoce hands are too much mautilated
to help themselves. The sisters alternate
in this work as a -precaution against conta-
gion. Dauring the day the wards are sel-
dom without one or more sisters. They do
all the serving for the patients. Palliating
remedies are only administrated by the
sisters fromm a well supplied apothecary,
which the sisters keep at their own expense.
When a patient is io the last stages of the
F disease the sisters stiy up all night oras
long as circumstances may require. When
death releases the sufferer they attend to
the laying out of the body and putting it ino
the casket, in which work they are aided by
ghe men in the wards when necessary.
Twice a day a few minutes are spentin
spiritual readi to the patients by one of
the sisters, Those likely to remain in the
hospital any considerable time are taught
reading if necessary.

I may mention another serious incon-
venience in the preseat old buildings; it is
the want of separate wards for the more
advanced cas2s. Please fancy to yourself a
living being in a state of decomposition, in
the same ward with those who have just
entered and show only a few brown spots on
their bodies. And the religious sisters obliged
to reconcile all to their sad fate.

The sisters’ residence is separated from the
sick ward by the-small chapel above alluded
to. The first 1esidence which they occupied
on their arrival here in 1863 has been enlarg.
ed at their own expense to meet the most
pressing wants;\but these buildings were
intended to be only témporary, so that none
of them are convenient or comfortable.

My object in sending you this statement is
to pray that your government may grant an
estimate for the erection, as sooun as possible
of new buildings.

We have in this parish a free stone quarry
from which we quarried the stones for our
new stone church which is now being com-
pleted. I have personally superintended the
quarrying of the stones and the building of
the walls, and if agreeable to your govern-
ment I would offer my service for the above
work at the new buildings and weuld pro-
mise that all the work in that connection
would be done for the lowest possible figure
and with all possible econmomy. I would
venture to say that a neat and suitable
building could be built, with the more
necessary modern improvements for about
twenty ftive thousand dollars. (25,000)

The $present buildings are quite vear the
shore, on a point of land formed by a small
brook and the main shore. I have seen ¥ery
high tiles reach the buildings. Every
spring and sometimes in thoe fall, thare is
about two feet of water in the cellars! This
besides being most unwholesome, is a serious
inconvenience. I should not omit to mea-
tion that I believe the health .of the Sisters
is impaired by the state of things I have
justdescribed. One died at the beginning
of November last, and another promising
younz sister will soon follow. Several are
in deiicate health,

It will be necdessary, from the foregoing
remarks, to change the site of the future
buildings, aod this can easily be done asa
few hundred yards from the present eite,
we have dry, elevated ground, where the
patients would have easy access to the sea
shore and would be equally isolated as :t
present.

Hoping that my - prayer in favour cf
suffering humanity and in favour of the
most heroic self-sacriticing spirits will be
heard and my request granted.

Oa the evening of March 23rd, 1 went into
Mr+ McClelland’s shop in Carleton, for the
purpose of seeing him about a certain paper
that he had put into circulation, about me,
which was of a scandalizing natare. I said,
Mr. McClelland, you are the last man in the
church that I would expect to do such a act,
I also asked him why he had not accepted
the trusteeship, when I had proposed him.
He sdid I had never proposed him. I
told him that Mr. " McPherson who was a
good honest Christian man heard me say so
at Chubb’s corner one day last summer. He
then said this is more of your lies. [HHe also
said we are too far advanced in the 19th
century to be run by a “‘pope” and that he
| would hold no offize in a church governed by
| one man. I then said that I would not dis-
cussitatall. I also told him that I had
heard the report that his wife had to leave
his house, as he was using violence towards
her. He then advanced a pace and struck
me and told me to get out. I said, no, I
will not get out, Mr. McClelland. Hisson
then came in with a dog and set him on me,
aod struck me and pushed me out the door
aud threw my umbrella and hat out after
me. McClelland said he never liked the
Rev. Mr. Shore till about a month ago.  He
had got very drunk and thought it his duty
to go and confess, as he had been brought up
to do in his home in Scotland, and that the
Rev. gentleman had been so kind to him that
he could not help liking him. Mr, Mont-

| gomery alsy stated farther: I also told Mec-

Clelland I could not see why he had spread
such scandalous reports about me.  He said
that the petition was doing me no harm. Tt
was only to-try and keep order in the church
and prohibit/ me from talking so much and
for keeping the meetings in till 11 o’clock at
night.

Mr. McClelland was next put on the
stand.  His statement of the case contra-
dicted that made by Mr. Montgomery.
They each said, however that they had no
hard fellings against each other.

Mr. Montgomery had written Mr, Mc-
Clelland a letter after he had received two
lawyer’s letters in which he says he is sorry
for what has happened.

The magistiate said he would dismiss the
case if Mr. McClelland would apologise to
Mr. Montgomery. Mr. McClelland thanked
the magistrate for his kind consideration,
but said as a Christian gentleman his con-
science would not allow him to doso. The
magistrate fined MeClelland $5 and thus
ended a very amusing case,

Death of Colin McLeollan Esq.

" The Sammerside Journal says:—On
Thureday morning last, after an illoess of
some wecke, Colin McLennan, Esq., who for
thirty-five years has been a resident, and one
of the best known citizens of Summerside,
passed away to his long rest. Mr. MecLen-
nan came to the Island from Iverness-shire,
Scotland, inthe year 1841 aud for afew
years taught school.  Later, he carried on
for some years a very successful business as
a merchant at Bedeque. 1In 1847 he re-
moved to Summerside, and for many years
carried on an extensive mercantile and ship-
buildiog business. Always a staunch con-
servative he represented the 5th Electoral
District of Prince County in the conservative
interest from 1862 until the autumn of 1868,
when he resigned his seat in that body.

In 1873 he received the ap-
pointment of Collector of Customs at Char-
lottetown, which office, however, he held for
a short time only, asa change of Govern-
ment took place soon after. He was one of
the oldest Justices of the Peace in the County,
havivg received his appointment in 1857,
and was also a Commissioner for taking ac-
knowledgements to deeds, &ec. Ot late
years he has not been engaged in active
business. In 1848 he married Agnes Muir-
head, daughter of the late John Muirhead, of
Chatham, N. B.,, who with two sons and
three daughters survive him.

Gon. Herbert's Opinton of the Militia.

Orrawa, April 8.—Major Gendyal Her-
bertin his report upon the mi:}iikkforce
makes some sensational statements, an pro-
poses some important reforms. He con.
demns the administration of permanent
schools as defective and productive of evil
results, and states that he has appointed a
committee of militis officers to devise a
uniform and sound system of instruction.
While dissatisfied with the condition of the
permaunent corps,General Herbert states that
he will endeavor to make schools of instruc-
tion not merely places for the equipment of
knowledge, but centres of military thought.
He condemns the present militia act, saying,
‘A system has grown up which is neithera
vilunteer nor a militia system, but which
partakes of the faults of both.” He con-
demns the , system of making recruits sign
agreements to give their pay to regimental
or company funds, and opposes any increase
in the grant for drill purposes. The gen-
eral condemns the equipment of the force in
sweeping terms. The rifles, he declares,
are obsolete and useless, and hLe says not a
single battalion in the country could turn
out in marching order on a given day.
While equipment is not in store, defence
works are described as having fallen into a
dilapidated condition, and the general con.
demns in strong terms the places selected by
the government for military drill camps and
malkes severs comments upon the condition
of some of the battalions. He says the site
for acamp at Rimouski was wmoved 400
miles from a grod site to a bad one,
