“The case of the kidnapping 
concealment of the countess’ 
was exceptional. Inasmuch as the 
regular tribunals had no jurisdiction 
In the matter, the Emperor of Rus­
sia deigned to Intervene and by Im­
perial command to restore the child 
to th* countess’ possession, and 
through the imperial chancery of re­
quests to order that she be protected 
In its possession in Russia or abroad, 
so far as lay In the power of the Rus­
sian diplomatic representatives."
