Dramatic Incident.
One of the most dramatic incidents 

connected with the arbitration was 
the settlement of an old boundry dis­
pute between Argentina and Chill. 
Both nations hid prepared for war, 
but through the intervention of King 
Edward, the peacemaker, an ami­
cable settlement had been arrived at. 
Shortly after ttyls the two peop 
gun to ask themselves, “Tyhy 
we burden ourselves with armaments 
if we are not going to fight? Why 
should wo not spend all this money 
In Improving our cities?" Later they 
erected a monument on the boundary 
line, bearing the Inscription: “May 
these mountains crumble before the 
peace between Argentina and Chill 
is broken."

Continuing the speaker described 
the work of the congresses of the na­
tions. The men who worked out the 
plan of the courts of arbitral Justice 
established by these congresses was 
a Canadian, Prof. James Brown Scott, 
formerly of Ottawa.

After these few principles were put 
into practical obligations these world 
congresses would deal legislatively 
with the matters that cause dispute 
just aa the Washington government 
deals with disputes between the states 
or the Ottawa government with dis­
putes between the provinces.

Peace Centenary.
Alluding to the proposed celebra­

tion of the one hundred years of 
peace, Dr. Tryon said It would have 
a dramatic effect upon the nations of 
the world, and might lead the Hague 
Conference meeting the following year 
to adopt a more advanced programme 
than it might otherwise do. After 
pointing out the advisability of hold­
ing a procession representing the 
various elements the two countries, 
the speaker said something should 
be done to honor the memory of men 
who had contributed to the cause of 
peace—King Edward, the peace mak­
er, for Instance. Then should be re­
membered Queen. Victoria aud Prince 
Albert, as they prevented war between 
Great Britain and the States by mod­
ifying a despatch prepared by Lord 
Palmerston in 1861, which might have 
led to war.

In conclusion the speaker said that 
in the United States they needed to 
learn something of Canadian history. 
Personally he had never realized the 
Inspiration of Canadian history until 
a few years ago when his interest in 
the peace movement had led him to 
study the history of this country..

At Calais, at the celebration of the 
4th of July, the citizens Invited their 
Canadien cousins from the neighbor­
ing town to take part, and when the 
citizens of the Canadian town celebrat­
ed their national day they invited 
their American neighbors. At these 
celebrations, the national anthems of 
both countries were sung, and pro­
ceedings were closed by singing, 
“Blessed be the Tie that Binds." 
That was the spirit of the celebration 
of 100 years of peace.

Mr. McLean said Canada should be 
divided into senatorial divisions, each 
division covering several Commons 
electoral constituencies. The senators 
should be elected for a period of 7 
or 30 years. The electoral qualifica­
tions. he thought should differ some­
what from that pertaining to thfi 
Commons. Electors should have a 
small property qualification, should bo 
able to read and write, 
be compelled to go to the 
posit a ballot even if it were a blank 
)allot. Any elector who failed to do 
this without a good reason, should be 
deprived of a vote at the next election. 
Still another suggestion was that per­
sonal canvassing by-candidates should 
be prohibited.

Mr. McLean had also a proposal 
to make In regard to the veto power 
of the Upper house and it was that 
any bill passed on three successive 
occasions by the Commons should 
become law no matter what the Upper 
House might think about it. In con­
clusion he said that senate reform was 
the one promise made by the Liberal 
party when In opposition which had 
not been carried out, and he hoped 
the government would endeavor to 
work out a scheme which would re­
move the reproach of having an ir­
responsible body over and above the 
people of Canada.
