Alden Smith, chairman of the senate
committee investigating the disaster,
today summoned three important wit
nesses. They are J. P. Moore, captain
of the steamer Mouni Temple, which
passed within a shorf distance of the
Titanic when she was in an extremely
bad plight, and the captain and wire-
legs operator of the lifer (Californian
which sent the warning. All ‘will be
put on the stand tomorrow. Summonses
were issued for the master and opera-
tor of the Californian, while the an-
nouncement that Capt. Moore would
appear was contained in a telegram
from Acting Premier Foster, of Can-
ada. Capl. Moore’s story probably
will be heard first, for his ship is due
to sail from St. Johm, N. B, Friday.

Virtually the entire was given
over to Questioning G. Marconi, in-
ventor of the wireless telegraph, and
head of the company bearing his name.
Both the Titanic and the Carpathia
were equipped with the Marconl ap-
paratus.

L.ondon, April 25—The" House of
Lords took its turn this evening it
questioning the government on the
subject of the senatorial inquiry at
Washington into the Titanic disaster

Earl Stanhope remarked that the in
quiry seemed to have only two
grounds for justification. The first
was that the steamship company con-
cerned was not aitogether British, but
partly American. If that were s0 it
would obviously create a very extra
ordinary situation because it struck
at the root of the position of the
Mercantile marine in time of war, a8
to whether the vessel belonged to a
neutral or a belligerent power. The
only other ground was based on the
terrible loss of life. If that were giv-
en as a reason for the inquiry at
Washington, obvicusly other nations
whose citizens were passengers on
board the Titanic, would be justified
in holding similar inguiries.

Karl Stanhope said that he could
imagine nothing more terrvible to the
survivors than attendance at a series

was danger of a precedent being set

15 EXPLOED BY
FINDING OF BODY

Remains of Honeydale Man,
Whose Disappearance Gave

St. Stephen, April 25.—Late on Sat-
urday night the 18thi of November
last, Charles W. Scott of Honeydale,
wag drowned from a boat lying at the
end of the public wharf in St. Ste
phen. With his family he was return-
ing from Lubec with over $400, the
savings from their summer's work, in
his pocket. Though the river for
many miles wag searched and drag-
ged over at the time, no trace of
the body was found and then the
story of a possible murder by those
who were with him began to be whis-
pered around and caused some un-
easiness, but today the body was
found -embedded in a cake of ice on
the American side of the river at
Demont’s, about six miles below the
scene of the accident, and very for-
tunately all the mouey was found in
the pockets.

The body was badly decomposed,
but it was brought to St. Stephen to-
night and in the morning will be for-
warded to Honeydale for interment.

Passengers on Donaldson Liner
Latest to Develop Imagina-
tion—Authorities Deny the
Statements from Toronto.

Toronto, April 25.—Another story
corroborates the mate of the Titanic,
who says he saw a vessel about five
miles away from the scene of the dis-
aster, and that she came no uearer
in response to the sinking ship’s fran-
tie signals. Two men in Toronto were
passengers on that boat, they are Kd-
ward Clark, late of Glasgow, and Jas.
Qreig, of Dundee, both of these men
are now boarding at 16 Bartlett Ave.
They came to this country in the Sat-
urnia of the Donaldson Line, arriving
in St. John, N. B, on Thursday last.

The story they tell is that on the
Monday of the wreck, it was common
knowledge among the Saturnia’s pas-
sengers that the Titanic struck an
iceberg in ‘the night. Their vegsel was
jtself travelling very slowly and when
the passengers asked why, they were
told what had befallen the Titanic.
Greig and Clark did not meet the cap-
tain himself or receive the reply di-
rect. They heard it from second class
passengers, and the news was in com-
mon circulation throughout the ship.

The story is that during the night
when the passengers were all below
decks, the Saturnia had turned in
her iracks and proceeded to within
six miles of the Titanic, which could
be plainly seen by the officers. A
fog interrupted and the Saturnia
feared to approach closer, as the sea
was filled with icebergs. When the
fog cleared there were no less than
nine of them surrounding her. The
Saturnia_came on again very slowly
all Monday, and after the reason was
nown there was no grumbling among
t! 2 passengers.
