As a result of a largely attended 
recruiting demonstration held In King 
Square last night eight recruits were 
accepted, medically passed, and sworn 
in as members of the 64th Battalion. 
Nine others were enrolled at the re­
cruiting office, making a total of seven­
teen for the day. This is a decided 
improvement over the two previous 
days and the number of men who have 
come forward since the campaign com­
menced now stands at 160. Splendid 
addressee by C. B. Lockhart, M. L. A., 
Rev. M. E. Fletcher, Col. B. L. Arm­
strong and J. Fraser Gregory were the 
feature of last evening's meeting and 
the fact that these demonstrations 
have become a part of the life of St. 
John citizens seems to be indicated 
by the splendid attendance which 
marks each meeting. The regrettable 
part of the open air procedure last 
night was the absence of a band but 
what was lost in music was made up 
in the excellence of the addresses. The 
facts concerning present business con­
ditions with England, the after ef­
fects of the war on Canada if Ger­
many wins and the present recruiting 
records were all outlined by the speak­
ers and a deep Impression was made 
upon the crowd. Seventeen were en­
rolled yesterday.

The committee in charge of the re. 
cruiting has taken on new life and 
greater efforts will be put forward to 
secure recruits. The canvass for men 
will not be confined to the city alone 
but the rural districts near the city 
will be visited. On Monday a party 
will start out ynder the leadership of 
J. Fraser Gregory and it is expected 
that good results will be obtained.

J Fraser Gregory, who acted as 
chairman for the meeting, gave a very 
fine address which seemed to strike 
the right chord, the necessity of a 
larger quota of men from St. John.

"This is a time in the British na­
tion when the situation is critical and 
it wants to be impressed on every man, 
woman and child that the situation is 
such that recruits are necessary," said 
he. "Day after day we are disappoint­
ed with the fact that Kitchener’s new 
army remains inactive, that the Ger­
man advance in Russia still continues, 
even though slowly, but. gentlemen 
and citizens of St. John, help is need­
ed from our native land and the youoj 
men must bestir themselves and go."

The speaker then pointed out the 
business conditions which existed at 
the present time with regard to the 
lumber trade, one of the greatest 
trades in this province. The present 
rate is placed at 150 to 160 shillings 
or four times as great as it was this 
time last year to carry lumber to Eng. 
land. Contracts which were made a 
year ago are now only being complet­
ed and lumber merchants never realiz­
ed that the carrying rate of freight 
could rise to such a point as it has. 
Men are out of work and the situation 
is grave, even critical. At the meet­
ing of lumber merchants held here re- 
cently, it was debated what should be 
done in the future. "We are doing all 
in our power to assist the laboring 

Therefore it is necessary and 
it is right and proper that we should 
do all we can to raise men to bring 
this war to a close.

The 
E-7 did a great deal of damage to 
Turkish shipping in the Sea of Mar­
mora, and, after blocking the railway 
line near Kara Bumu by bombarding 
it from the sea, shelled a troop train 
and blew up three ammunition cars 
attached to it. Lieut. Commander 
Archibald D. Cochrane in command of 
the E-7. only a few days ago was 
awarded the D. S. O. for this exploit.

British Casualties In Dardanelles 87,.

London, Sept. 16.—British casualties 
at the Dardanelles up to August 21 

Field Marshal Von were 87,630. The number of killed in 
that time was 17,608. These figures 
were included in the grand total of 
British casualties published earlier lu 
the week.

Today’s announcement says the 
number of officers killed was 1,130, 
and the number of men 16,478; wound­
ed, 2,371 officers and 59,257 men; mis­
sing, 373 officers and 8,021 men.

the German plane and had a little 
brush, and subsequently had a more 
serious encounter. The British avia­
tor had a passenger who understood 
the use of the machine gun, and 
though the enemy made his way over 
the British lines, he found himself 
being driven back. In desperation the 
German made a vigorous attack with 
his machine gun, but the British plane 
kept up a continuous fire, with the re­
sult that the German’s engine was 
damaged. His crippled plane fell to 
the ground, the German pilot and his 
assistant being killed. The spectacle 
was watched with intense interest by 
the Canadian officers, and the crippled 
machine was inepetced by a large 
number of observers, the Montreal 
Gaaette correspondent being among 
them. The German plans was of the 
most modern type of a high speed 
machine, and it suffered little actual 
damage. The lieutenant of the Brit­
ish Aircraft Service who brought it 
down is quite a young mam, and he 
received many congratulations on his 
achievement, which, as be said, was 
his first prey.

Charlottetown, P. E. I., Sept. 16— 

Mathieson Government had a close 
call today a majority of 26 in 1912 be­
ing reduced to a bare working majori­
ty of 4. Complete results give 17 Con­
servatives and 13 Liberals. The Com­
missioner of Public Works, Hon. 
James McNeill had a majority of only 
six in Summerside and a recount may 
possibly change the result as it is 
said a number of spoiled ballots have 
beeni counted In.

Premier Mathieson and big colleag­
ues had good majorities, but Speaker 
Wyatt was defeated by 82 votes and 
two members of the executive, L. L. 
Jenkins and K. N. MacDonald met 
defeat, the former by 140 votes. An­
other member of the executive, Dal­
ton had a small majority against Ben­
jamin Rogers, the Liberal leader. In 
Charlottetown Paton and Jenkins, 
Conservatives won out by 90 and 35 
majorities respectively. In 1912 the 
government majorities were 1,063 and 
369.

ATTENDANCE ATTurkish Report

Constantinople, Sept 16, via London, 
7.05 p. m.—The following statement on 
operations in the Dardanelles was is­
sued today by the Turkish War Office;

“Near Anafarta, on the night of the 
14th, our troops, by a bold surprise, 
succeeded in dispersing enemy forces.

“Near Seddul Bahr we prevented the 
enemy from throwing up zig-zag tren­
ches by bombarding the troops engag­
ed In the work. On the same wing 
our artillery silénced enemy batteries.

“On the 13th our straits batteries 
successfully bombarded enemy troops 
near Cape Hellea, the landing place at 
Teke Bumu, and hostile batteries at 
Hissarlik. A battery at Htesarllk was 
silenced. On the 14th our straits bat­
teries dispersed an enemy battery near 
the lending place at Seddul Bahr."

London, Sept. 16.—The Foreign Sec­

retary, Sir Edward Grey, explained in 
the House of Commons today that the 
government was not interfering with 
the shipment from Germany of goods 
contracted and paid for by neutrals 
prior to March 1. To hamper ship­
ments, he said, would Injure only neu­
trals.

Sir Edward said also that Great 
Britain was permitting free passage 
of drugs and certain chemicals pro­
duced only in Germany, for which neu­
trals had an imperative need.

The Foreign Secretary made this 
statement in reply to a question why 
the government was permitting Ger­
many to export certain goods to Am­
erica.
