PASSES OUT AT LENOX, MASS.

Death Follows An lllness of
Less Than Three Days With
Bronchial Pneumonia and
Was Quite Unsuspect-
ed by His Family.

BENEFACTIONS TOTAL
OVER $350,000,000

Pittsburg, the City Where Car-
negie Laid the Foundation
for His Immense Wealth,
Paid Tribute to the Dead
Magnate.

Lenox, Mass., Aug. 11,—Andrew Car.
negle, the steel magnate and philan-
tropist, died at his lenox summer
home, “Shadow Brook,” at 7.10 this
monning, after an .ilness of less than
three days with broncnial pmeumonia.
So sudden was his cea:n that his
deughter, Mrs, Roswell Miiler, was un-
able to get to her father's bedside be-
fore he died. His wife and private
secretary were with him at the end.

Mr. Carnegie had spent most of the
suminer in Lenox, coming here late in
May and, up to a few weeks ago, en-
joyed himself in almost daily fishing
irips on Lake Mahkosnac, which bor-
ders his big estate, and in riding about
his grounds.

He was taken ill Friday and grew

At the Carmagie
Institute, the scene of one of his phil»'
anthropic works, plans were made to
drape the buildings with crepe in re-
spect to the benefactor. News of Mr.
Carnegie’s sudden death at Lenox
spread rapidly through the city. At
the steel mills, which bear his name,
preparations were made to suspend
work and other institutions in which
he was interested planned similar ac-
tien.

Millions in Benefactions.

Washingion, D. C., Auw Ast 11.—An-
drew Carnegie had give 4 away $350,
695,653 up w0 June 1, 1918, a compila
tion of his benefactions prepared by
the Carnegie Endowment for Interna-
tional Peace shows.

Friends Shocked by News.

New York, August 11.-—Although Mr.
Carnegie, who was in hig 84th year,
had been an invalid since 1917, when
he suffered an attack of grippe, thel
news of his death was a shock to ola
friends and former business associates
here. Since his previous serious ill-
ness he had been under the care ot
tWO nurses.

Identified so long with the interna-
tional peace mdvement, Mr. Carnegie
was salkd to have been more severely
affected by the world war than most
men. It came as a hard blow to him
and the cause which he had so close
at heart.

Owing to his ill-health Mr. Camegic
for some time had led a secluded lire
end his withdrawel from all public
activities gave rise to frequent etate-
ments concerning his health, After
his retirement he was compelled
limit the number of his daily visitors
end until his last illness he met ana

ALLIES NOT TO WITHDRAW
THEIR TROOPS FROM RUSSIA

The Withdrawal of the Troops

Will Make the Struggle With
Bolshevism Beyond the
Strength of the Russian

Democrats.

KOLCHAK FAILS
IN SIBERIA

Failure of the Allied Govern-
ments to Get Supplies to
the Admiral Forces Him to
Fall Back.

Arochangel, Aug. 11—An appeal to
the Allied nations not to withdraw
their troops from Russia is being is-
sued by the municipality of Arch-
angel and the boards of the govern-
mental and district Zemstvos of the
Archangel province, it was announced
here today.

The appeal constitutes an indict-
ment of the Bcishevik “as an ememy
of .he constitution for which the Rus-
sian Democrats are fighting.”

“The moral and material blow caus-
ed by the departure of Allied troops,”
the appeal says, “will make the strus-
gle with Bolshevism beyond our
strength,” but declares that the strug:
ge will not be abandoned.

The Allies, however, are asked to
con:'der the sufferings that would fol-
Jow the w thdrawal of the troops, and

olshevik authoritles, “in
rain and desperation,” appeal to feel
ings of humanity and justice insepar-
able frcm free democracies.

Collapse of Kolchak in Siberia.

Washington, D. C.. Aug. 11—Com-
plete collapse of the Kolchak move-
ment in Siberia was forecamted in re-
ports reaching Washiugton today.
Kolchak forces have fallen back al.

200-miles from their former ad-
vanced linés, and Omsk was said to
be tiireatened with evacuaticn.
Failure of the allied and associated
governments to get adequate supplies
to Admiral Kolchak, the advioes said,
had forced him to fall back steadily
before the grea.dy superior Bolshevik
foroes, composed of veterans whose
officers inclnde many Germans who
fled to Russia when the armistice was
signed.

EMBARGO ON
LEATHER NOT TO
BE WITHDRAWN

Government Believes in Con-
serving Canadian Products
for Home Consumption to
Thwart Mr. High Cost of
Living.

Ottawa, Aug. 11.—The embargo on
the export of hides ang leather' to
the United States, passed at the ur-
gent insistence of Dr. R. J. McFall,
cost of living commissioner, is not
likely to be withdrawn despite much
trade pressure. It is stated to be only
thé first of several similar suggestions
made for the reduction of the present
cost of common commodities by con-
serving Canadian products for home
use. The situation is a little complex
by the fact that in normal times there
is both export and import of hides
ang leather, but Dr. McFall thinks in
view of the statement that boots may
be retailing at $20- some drastic step
is 'necessary to prevent manipulating

our markets for ‘foreign dealers who

have no interest in the Canadian man.
The embargo is one of a series de-
signed to reduce prices and to pre-
vent further soaring.

RESCUE GANGS BUSY
ON WRECKAGE OF
GRAIN ELEVATOR

Fail to Reach Two Men En-
tombed and No Doubt is
Entertained as to Their

efforts to recover the bodies of Alfred
Beck and Sidmond Dunlap, missing
since the explosion at the Port Col-
borne government elevator on Satur-
day night, have been unsuccessful
No doubt is entertained as to their
fate, however. Relays of rescue
gangs are continuing the work of
pumping grain and water out of the
hold of the barge Quebec and in clear-
ing the concrete and steel wreckage.

It is feared that the death toll ot
ten may be increassd by two. Arthur
Montreudl, one of the crew of the
Quebec, is in a serious condition and
little hope 48 held out for his recovery
He will be sent to the Welland Hos-
pital. 8. Mouck, an employe of the
elevator, who was engaged in loading
the barge, was severely burned and
his condition tonight is regarded as
critical.

Captain Hector Latour, his wife and
family, and the members of the crew
with the exception of Montreuil, left
tonight for Montreal.

The U. S. Diplomat Admits to
Foreign Relations Commit-
tee That There Were
Many Things Going on
of Which He Had
No Knowledge.

PRESIDENT DENIES
DATA TO SENATE

Refuses to Make Known to
the Senate Various Data
Used in Connection With
the Treaty of Peace.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 11—Exist-
ence of the secret treaty between
Japan and Great Britain regarding
the Shantung peninsula was “conceal-
ed” from Secretary of State Lansing
by Viecount Ishi, Japanese ambassa-
dor to the United States, Mr. Lansing
testiffed today before the Senate for-
elgn relations committee,

On September 6, 1917, Mr. Lansing
said, during the negoliations leading
up to the Lansing-Ishi agreement,
Viscount Ishi told him that he had
assured Sir Edward Grey, the British
foreign mrnister, that Japan would re-
turn Kiao Chow to China “but would
have to retain the German Pacific is-
lande because mno Japanese govern-
ment could etand without retaining
them.”

“Did Viscount Ishi make any fur-
ther statement regarding the disposi-
tion of German claims in China” ask-
ed Senator Borah, Republican, Idaho.

“No,” replied Secretary Lansing.

“But you know mnow - that at that
time Japan had aen understanding
with Grea’ Britain for Japanese con-
trol of Kiao Chow and that Ishi con-
cealed that from the secretary of the
United States.”

“That's the truth’”

The secretary said he first heard of
the secret treaties om the subject be-
tween Japan and Great Britain,
France, Russia and Italy in February
of his year at Versallles. He said he
had investigated ‘“very thoroughiy”
and that these secret treaties never
were published in Russia.

President Refuses Data.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 11—Presi-
dent Wilson today sent to Chairman
Lodge of the Senate foreign relations
comiittee the informal draft of the
League of Nations’' covenant present-
ed by the American peace commis-
clon at Paris, and also the formal re-
port of the commission on'the League
of Nations.

The president wrote Mr. Lodge that
it would not be possible to comply
with the committee’s request for the
documents used by the American
commissioners at Paris in negotiating
the peace treaty.

“The vartous data bearing upon or
used in connection with ¢he trealy of
Peaco with Germas said the presi-
dent, “are ao miscellaneous and enor-
mous in mass that it would be impos-
sible for me to supply them without
bringing from Paris the wihole file of
papers of the commission ftself, and
would ingclude many memoranda
which it was agreed, on grounds of
public policy, would be unwise “o
make use of outside the conference.”

BAYLEY RAFT
BROKE LOOSE
IN HEAVY GALE

Sydney, N. 8., Aug. 11.—The large
Ocean-going tug Number, which sailed
from Bonne Bay, Nfid., last week with
ithe huge Bayley raft in tow for
Europe, arrived in port yeaterday with
pan of the raft, the remainder having
broken loose in a gale. Bt will prob-
ably be picked up and landed here this
week. This immense raft was ready
for tea two years ago, but owing io
war conditions it was impossible to
Lave it towed across at that time, bui
bad such been the case, there is but
lutle doubt that the venture would
have been a complete success. As the
inventor, Mr. Bayley, still has absolute
faith in the venture, another effort
wiil probably be made to have the big
reft successfully towed across.
