The Largest Moose  In--a'
Hundred Years:

Truro, Qct. 10—(Special)—The _deaths oc-
curred here within a few days of each other
last week of three Johnsons—James Ernest

Johnson, aged 4 years; Ira Johnson, aged
19 years, and Thomas Johnson, aged 7
years. The deceased Ira Johnson left home

when 17 years of age and went to.the Nome
region and finally drifted into, Dawson City,
ill. He was taken care of by friends, whom
he had met enroute, until his parents here
were communicated with, when he was at
once removed to Truro. Hé was in a very
weak state, consumption having set in, and
died after his arrival here about two weeks.
These three vacancies in three generations
of the Johnsons have cast a gloom over the
town, and have caused much sadness among
friends of the demised. : i

School teachers are scarce in Nova Scotia
this season. A week ago there were seven
schools in one county without teachers.
Strange to say there are also many teachers
without schools. There secms to be an un-
intentional movement going on tending to
better pay for teachers. One school has of-
fered §750 for an “A” teacher, which is con-
sidered good pay. Another school has ad-
vanced the salary $30 higher than it ever
paid before. The schools vacant. are so be-
cause the officials will not pay the salaries
asked by applicants. The ‘‘good tindes’’ now
prevalent throughout the dominion is being
evidenced in the teaching profession, as
teachers may now demand a reasonable sal-
ary and if that is not forthcoming there is
good employment in other directions. ]

Bears are becoming troublesome’ in ‘the
rural districts and nearly every mail brings
fresh stories of ravaged sheep folds. Some
four or five snouts have becn exchanged for
bounty money from this <ounty within the
last few weeks.

The opening of the season for killing moose
has revealed the fact that the king of the
forest are plentiful this year. The recent
provisions of the game law are showing the
wisdom of the legislation .in reference to
moose. The market has been full of gond
meat at reasonable prices. Councillor W.
bere secured one of
the langest animals kil.ed in this county for
20 years, The jargest moose killed in Nova
Scotia for-100 years, it is claimed, fell a vic-
tim to the rifie of a Mr. Hall from New
York, a brother of Major Hall, of IHalifax.
felled last week near
Moser River, Halifax county, and weighed
1,600 pounds. The antlers 'measured seven
teet around. The rings on the horns indi-
cated that the bold king was 22 years of
age. For several years the track of a monster
moose has been reported in the woods in
eastern Halifax by various hunters and there
seems little doubt that this ‘“‘wily .old bull”
has been roaming o’er the counrty for nearly
a quarter of a century. ;

Football is beginning to come to the front
again this fall. The first outside mateh has
been arranged for Thanksgiving day between
K¥redericton and a home team on Truro
grounds. Last year in Fredericton these
teams played to a draw without a score.
Truro has a good aggregation this season
and will require very little improvement over
last. year to be champions. cf the maritime
provinces.

On Saturday and Sunday Truro was a “wild
and wooly west''—styled so by a local paper.
There was probably more rowdyism here in
the tough parts of the town than known at
any one time for a decade. There were nine
persons lodged in jail—out of a populatiou

‘of 7,000; among the number, being a woman

and her son, the latter a mere lad. The fides
imposed on the miscreants totalled but about
$20 all told. The lenienoy of magistrates in;
this respect is not inclined to the betterment
of such a condition of affairs.

‘Wollowing the above rum riots, ‘on Mon-
day, a Young Women's Temperance Union
was formed for the first time; in .this town,
with about 40 members. It is stated that-one
of the pledges these young Jadies will frcor-
porate in their by-laws is that they will not
associate with, nor walk on the street with,
who® persisst-+n using liquor or . tobaeco, or
who is known to use profane language. This
will be a severe test for many of the youug’
men of the town, it yeally put into effect,
and those who prefer a bottle to their young:-
lady friends will requireto - be dealt with
in the most forcible maunner possible both
for their ‘own good and for the:sake of
reputation. This may work two ways.and
bring to the front some’ 6f the namby bamby
young men who have not cleared them-
selves sufficiently of ther school days bash-
fulness to give their young lady _f_’riends’ the
attention they merit for, when s\lct;'s, by-.
faw comes into action the young man vwho
is constantly found keeping his own company,
may be stamped a ‘‘wine bibber.”’

The farmers in Colchester have a gystem
not generally adopted in other agricultural
peits ‘of the province, but which our men
say is most successful. A number of stock
raisers in a community will band together
in the fall and hold a public auction of live
stock, hay, grain and . roots. The cattle,
horses, pigs, fowl, ctc., are all collected at
one farm, from which the auction is adver-
t'sed.

Ottawa, Oct. 9—(Special)—A letter received
from Mr. Mackinnon, in charge of the Cana-
dian food products at the Paris exhibition,
says: “In the permanent international com-
pet'tion Canada's exhibits of dairy products,
including butter factory and cream cheese,
were awarded the highest possible diploma,
the grand prize, and with the maximum num-
ber of points. Other grand prizes were
awarded but Canada alone received the max-
ymum rating.

“One of the most gratifying results of the
display is that Felix Potin, easily the first
of high class grocers in Paris, a member of
the international jury, a man who handles
.only the best goods, and is exceedingly hard
to please, has placed an initial order for
Canadian factory cheese. This house is so
important that if it can be induced to take
up any new article in the trade, the success
of that article is considered assured, it is
‘therefore at once a tribute to the quality of
Canadian cheese and a good augury for the
establishment of a trade with France in that
product.”

| ‘Thirty consignments of apples of the crop

of 1899 were received about the middle of
September into cold storage of the Canadian
exhibit at Paris. Among the varieties which
were at that time in splendid condition for ex-
hibiting, were Macintosh Red, Northern Spy,
Amer;can Pippin, Mann, Wagner, Ben Davis,
Nonpareil, Golden Russet, Baldwin, Rox-
pury Russet. At that date, when many of
these apples had been in packages for over
10 months, 95 per cent. of them were found
to be in perfect condition, entirely free from
spots or any other blemish. That indicates
the excellent system of cold storage which
the department of agriculture at Ottawa has
had in use for preservation and carriage to
Kuropean markets of tender varieties of
apples.
