At present the bars open at 6 a. m. and
the temperance people will eeek to have
the law changed so that they may not
etart bueiness until later. The Telegraph's
informant was arked if they were going to
press to have the bars closed during meal
houms, a project to titat effect having been
]l|ll't« forward, but he reported “No, tnat
ppan avas not favored by the temperance
people, but is the suggostion of the liquor
dea’ers ‘themwelves. i

‘Another radical change it is hoped to
bring about is in the method of procuring
licemse to do businca« in liguor. At pres-
ent the queion whether a ‘man shall or
ehall not get a licerse is determined by the
comminioners, but the temperance advo-
cates propose that it be made law that
no one rhall be given license unless on eat-
‘sfactory petition of the ratepayers of Lis
ward.

- The Hatifax liquor license inspector has
made the followwing recommendations re
lative to the act there.

: (1) Do away with tthe necessity of secur-
ing mames of ratepayers as a preliminary
in license applications. -

(2) Make the liquor fees larger than at
present.

(3) Give every man a license who pays
the preseribed fee and deprive him of his
license upon any infraction of the law.

(4) Legal selling by 'the glass.

BORN I¥ DALHOUSIE.

Death of Rev. Canon Smith at
Pincher Creek, Manitoba.

.

The following is from the Pincher Creek,
Manitoba, Echo:— L
' “The people of Pincher Creek and district
~rere grieved to hear of the death of the Rev.
Canon Smith, rural dean of the Macleod
Deanery, which occurred at the rectory, St.
John’s, Pincher Creek, at 12.30 on Tuesd:
night, the 24th of February. The decea
clergyman had been in charge of the Pincher
Creek " Church of England parish since 1888.
He was born in Dalhousie, New Brunswick,
in 1859, thus being forty-five years of age at
the time of his decease. e was ordained
deacon in English by the Archbishop of Can-
terbury, and graduated at St. Augustin's Col-
lege, Canterbury. He received orders. im
'Winnipeg, and subsequently came west to
Regina, where he officiated for some years
before coming to Pincher Creek. The Liv-
ingstone mission, now 'St. Martin’s, was
opened by him, and the-large district under
his care has increased to such an extent
Jately as to be too much for one clergyman.
“In 1900 ha was made caxon of St. John’s
by the Bishop of Calgary, and in the fall
of 1903, on the departure of Canon Hilton
from the diocese, succeeded him as rural
Jean of Macleod. The funeral took place on
Friday, the 26th of February, the Bishop of
Calgary, Doctor Pinkbam, officiating. The
Rev. Mr. Robinson, of Baltimore, and Rev.
Mr. Tanner, of Macleod, assisted. The re-
in which the deceased was held was:

avidenced by the large numbers who attended
to pay the last honors, the church being
crowded to overflowing.

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BISHOP CASEY (N
THE WILL CASE

Reports to Péople the Victory
Gained in Supreme Court
of Canada.

At . 9 o'cloek maes in the Cathedral
Sunday wmorning His  Lordship Birhop
Casey. made reference to the Bishop
Sweeney will case. He had pleasure, he
said, in reporting again a successful issue
of tlhie unhappy litigation in  which he
had been engaged duning his three years
as. Bishop of St. John. The Supreme
Court of Canada, the highest court in the
land, had added its' confirmation of the
decision of the Supreme Court of New
Brunswick which in turn, confinmed the
excellent judgment given by the judge in
equity of New Brumswick.

1t has, he said, beemr a trying and, pain-
ful litigation, It was truly said a man's
enemies are of those of his own- house-
hold and these, his children, had -drag-
ged him into court. Yet it was. against
‘his hearers, the people, that the litigation
had been waged; they owned these things.

He explained that the case had been
taken through all the courts and all points
in law had been decided in the people’s
favor, not a single judge’deciding against
them. They could easily understand that
the costs would amownt to hundreds of
dollars, and be swelled into thousands
and the people would be obliged to pay.

It was painful to speak about tlie mat-
ter but he had not started the litigation
and though he did mot wish to speak a
word - against those who had so bitterly
opposed. them, the people had a right to

| know what had been done.

He made brief reference to the com-
mencement of the matter, saying that the
property in question had been bought by
Bishop’s Sweeney’s father for $5,200, and
when he died there nvas still £600 to be
paid on it. As the eldest son, the late
bishop fell heir to two sharves out of the
cight in the property and he bought an-
other shave, but offered in dowry to a
certain man the two shares he had origin-
ally. This was not taken at the time and
had mot been legally secured and later
the civie powers threatened prosecution
alleging the old building in question was
a nuisance. The bishop put $17,000 of the’
Catholic people’s money in a mew one

and, referring to ‘this, Bishop Casey said |-

the  chief justice had expressed the opin-
ion that if he (Bishop Casey) lost this
present case *he comld bring action for
recovery of that $17,000.

Bishop Sweeney had left the property
to his successor. Unfortunately, not' the
best. English was used in the will. Bishop
Sweeney made mno pietentions to being a
literary. scholar, but was a worker and he
accumulated property which he held as
trustee of the pesple for the support of
the orphans and it'Was out of the hands
of these little omes bhat the property was
sought to “be:takems But the little ones
had prayed and ﬁhﬁr prayers had been
heard. His laywers ¥lad worked ably and
successiully aad all the courts of the land
had ‘confirmed-that*what: the bishop want-
ed to do had' beeh ‘Bone. He thad given
his relatives all ‘to which they were en-
titted and -the-rest rwas all reserved for
the Bishop of ‘St. John for purposes of
veligion, education and charity.

Bishop Casey spoke of the painful duty
it nwas to speak of these matters but it
was due to the peopie o tell them. Some
had said Bishop Sweeney had mot given
his melativés enpughibecause .he.. owned
two shares of the property. This repre-
sented . one-quarter or in round mumbers
say $2,000. At the time of the settlement
lie gave his relatives .the Hopkins prop-
erty, worth. $2,000; also $2,000 in; cash and
also, from 1878 to 1804, they received th-
revenue from the Hopkins property, $200
a year. All this had come out in court,
and the courts decided that what he had
intended to do had been done.

The expenses had been very great. He
had great wvespect for the courts, but
would look with profound interest and re-
spectful curiosity for the reasons of the
Supreme Court of Canada for ordering
the estate to pay all the expenses, especi-
ally when the decision of not ome judge
was in favor of the contestants.

The people were law abiding, but there
ias nothing to prevent this profound in-
tenest and respectful curiosity regarding
the court’s reasons—if i was customary
to give them, and they had been given in
the equity court—for ordering all the
costs paid by the estate. They had not
wanted to go into court but were dragged
in -and were willing to pay their costs,
but did mot see why they should have to
pay the expenses of those who fought
against them.

Bishop Casey said he did not know what
the total costs would be, but already, in
round numbers, in the vicinity of $2,000
had been paid din this unhappy litigation
besides causing him much labor, time and
anxiety.

A GROWING INDUSTAY.

The White Candy Company W
Employ About One Hundred Per-
sons Next Summer.

e

1t was stated some time ago that the
White Candy Company of this city found
it ‘neeessary, owing to inereased western
business, to. enlarge their plant. Indeed
they were compelled to withdraw from the
\'\'i;mipeg market last year because they
were unable to turn cut enough goods to
meet the demands there and also supply
their eastern {rade.

It was at first thought that “another
story migit be added to their present
puilding, but that is found to be imprac-
ticable. Thev have therefore decided to
remove all the stock from their present
building to another warehouse, and utilize
the whole of the present premises for
manufacturing purposes.

This will enable them to increase the
number of employes and the output of the
factory about 25 per cent. In the height
of the season, next summer, they wiil
employ about 100 persons. The ndustry
will thus be of mueh greater valie to the

eity.

The increase of product will be in
chocclates and tine goods, and the grow-
ing western market will receive attention
once more. 'The mew arrangement will
meet the requirements of the compuny for
the next year at least.

L NEW INOUSTRY

Factory for Making Acetylene Gas
Generators May Be Established in
St. John,

"fhe Victoria Manufacturing Company
of Auburn (Me.) is seriously thinking of
establishing & branch in St. John, if the
conditions are found favorable.

This company Wwas established some
three years ago in Auburn for the manu-
facture of an acetylene gas generator, the
iAvention of an Englishman, Joseph
Heaton. Although such a comparatively
chort time in business their machines have
found a demand as far south as Pasadena,
California, while in Maine they thave in-
stalled over 500 individual generators and
three’ town lighting plants. Next sum-
mer they expect to do a very large busi-
ness, as they have orders mow for no less
than 14 town plants.

A branch company has now been formed
to secure the Canadian trade, consisting
of the following gentlemen: 'J. H. Whit-
man, * Port' Dufferin (N. S.); Mr. How-
land, Boston (Mass.); and C. W. Waldron,
Auburn (Me.), who will probably seek
incorporatioh under the laws of Canada.
Last Monday might F. C. Buck, who 18
superintendent of their workshop in Au-
burn, arrived in this city to see about
taking the initial steps towards the estab-
lishment of a factory herve. They have
not yet secured premises of their own and
for the mresent John E. Wilson will make
the generators for them under instructions
from Mr. Buck. They expect to be able
to secure a building in about two months,
and in the meantime steps will be taken
to bring the necessary- machinery here.
‘The company employ about 15 men in
their factory at Auburn and turn out one
complete machine per day. A great many
points about this generator are claimed to
be superior to any other.

The I. C. R, Pengion Scheme.

Referring to the I. C. R. pension scheme
the Halifax Herald says: “From casual
conversation ‘that we have heard among
those who know something of ithe dnward
workings of the matter up to this stage,
we upderstand it to be somewhat as fol-
lows: The minimum age will be 55, max-
imum 70. Minimum time service, 15 years,
maximum, 40 years. Amn employe may go
out at 65 years, he must goat 70 years of
age. The minimum benefit is $20, the
maximum two-thirds of mouthly earn-
ings based on an average covering a period
of ten years back from date of going out.
In other wordy the benefits are on @ slid-
ing scale between the minimum and the
maximum.

The estimated cost to the government
will be $50,000 a year in addition tto which
the employes will pay into a general fund
one per cent of their earnings. As alrendy
stated (this is not official, but merely what
has come to us as regands the movement
in a usual way.”
