Liberal Policy of Level Road

- from Coast to Coast Cast
Aside---Georgian Bay Canal -

" Discussed — Twenty Mil-

 Tions of Raitway Subsidies
Brought Down.

Ottawa, May 28—This was transpor-
tation ‘day in the house of commons.

The big problem of how best to link up
eastern and western Canada  both by
rail’ and _water transporation was dis-
cussed in' connection with ‘the éstimates :
for the National Transcontinental Rail-
way and for the French River improve-
ments, the latter itém of ‘half a million
dollars opening up the broader question
as to' whether or not “the government
should proceed with the Georgian Bay
Canal project or with the further deep-
ening of the St. Lawrence voute from
the Great Lakes to the sea.

‘In ‘regard to the National Transcon-
tinenf for which a vote of $19,000,000
was ‘asked, Hon. George P. Graham
‘presented’ a strong protest against the
action of the government in interfering
with the original plans for a practically
level road from Moncton to Winnipeg,
and ' allowing ‘cheaper construction, and
heavier grades. He argued that a short-

policy of saving a little money
now‘in the construction of the people’s
road was bad economy, since the hauling
power of locomotives would be greatly
decreased, thns rendering transporta-
tion charges heavier, ' and ultimately
rendering ‘necessary a huge expenditure
fo bring the road up to the standard
originally decided .upon.

He further pointed out that the de-
parture slready made from this standard
had been' strongly objected to by the
Grand Trunk Pacific and might lead to
the breaking of that company’s con-
tract with the government for the leas-
ing of the road when completed next
year. :

thirty-five feet, will depend upon thé re-
port of this commission.

$20,000,000 Railway Subsidies,

Twenty million - dollars in railway
subsidies, with' $15,000,000 of it for the
Canadian Northern, were brought down
in the house of commons 'this morning
by Hon. Frank Cochrane,

“The 'province of Ontario gets a lift of
a million dollars for having built a rail-
way. Last year the government brought
in a separate measure to give Ontario a
bonus of "a million dollars by way of "
subsidy for having undertaken the con’
struction of the Temiskaming Northern
Railway. The senate threw out the bill.
This year aid is ~incorporated in the
general subsidy bill,’ which the senate
cannot¥amend, 45 it is a money bill. The
only way it ‘could kill' the proposal this
timie ' would be by throwing out the
whole bill. The Ontario’ provincial sub-
Sidies are ‘given at the rate of $6,400 a
mile for a line of 2562 miles from. North
Bay to Cochrane; Englehart to Chariton,
eight miles; Cobalt to Kerr Lake,” four
miles; ‘Iroquois Falls to Timmins, 38
miles;  Earlton to " Elk Lake City; 28
miles; Iroquois Falls Station to Iroquis
Falls, seven miles.
