Uncle Sam’s Designs on Mexico.
It seems to be taken for granted that

the Washington government really has
dcsigns on Mexico, and that the recent

| raid actoss thé Rio Grande in pursnit of

maranding Indiahs was one of the pre-
liminaries. The hunger for more terri-
tory, as shown by the purchase of Alas-
ka and the attempt to purchasé a por-
tion of San Domingo,'has evif@lently not
abated at the White House, although the
people, judging them by the tone of the
press,are averse to acquirilig more few
territory. If the Mexicans had atfack-
ed the troops that crossed the Rio
Grande s war feeling would have been
aroused that would have made the peo-
ple consent to annexing another slice of
Mexico. Every preparation had been
made for this contingency,—but the
Mexicans did not resist the encroach-
ment on their sovereignty and peace
prevails. Thereis yet another scheme
for carrying out the anncxation project.
An American company has a large land
giant in northern Mexico, and exercises
much influence. It may promote an
insurrection that will result in the three
northern States of Mexico being de-
clared independent, and_ theén the new
republic wi'l ask admission into the
Union. This plan has been tried before
and found to work well, and there is no
reason why it should rtot snceéed in this
instance. If there was any delicacy felt
aboutsending United States troopsto aid
the revolution and vote the request for
admission into the Union fillibusters in
plenty could be secured for the purpose.

The Cable Monopoly.

The Newfoundland Goernment will
soon have the right to take possession of
the property of the New York, New-
fonndland and London Telegrapn Comr-
pany at a fair valuation. The Company
has been making great efforts to induce
the Government to abandon this right.
The Government gives notice that it
will enforee its right to purchase unless
the company consent to forego its exclu-
sive privilege of landing cables on the
coast of Newfoundland. There is con-
siderable rejoicing over this decision of
the island authorities, the recent in-
creasc in the tariff and the amalgama-
tion with the French company having
gained the cable company much ill-
will. Now the monopoly is foreced to sell
out or consent to competition. If the
;property be sold to the Government
there will be & monopoly still, but if the
exclusive privilegé of landing cables on
the island ' be surrendered we may con-
Sdently expect the laying of new cables
by other companies in & short time. Mr.
Domville’s company will, in this case
abandon the route via the Straits of
Belle Isle and Greenland.

A SCHOOL ATTACKED.

About forty rods distant from the Can-
cer'farm stood the Beedleford school-
house; ,It was an. old frame building
made o’ square timbers. Nothing re-!
mains on the site, but a quarter of a mile
down the road were found what had evi-
dently béen portions of it. School was
in session when the cyclone made its ap-
' pedranee; abont twenty scholars being in
attendance. ‘The rumbling - frightened
them, and they gathered around the
teacher, Miss Smith, thinking she could
protect them. The building shared the
same fate as the others which came with-
in the grasp of the tornado, and teacher
and scholars cannot imagine how they
got into the roadway. The wind demol-
ished the windows first, and rushing into
the building lifted it up as if it were made
of paper, aud knocked it aboutlikea shut- |
tlecock. A daughter of Henry Rathmel,
aged 11 years, was in the doorway, and,
seeing the blackicloud coming, started to
ran out. No one knew what had become
of her until they found her mangled body
half an houar afterward in the mud a quar-
ter of a mile down the road. She must
have been raised by the wind and carried
along. She had very little clothing when
found,and her remains were covered with
mud. Miss Smith and six of the scholars,
whose names could not be learned, were
injured, three or four of them dangerous-
{y. One very singular thing is, that the
mud was blown so hard into the faces of
many of the children that it cannot be
washed off. - Some of their faces look as
if‘they'had been tattoved with India iuk
or powder. Miss Smith says the first
thing she realized was thatshe was stand-
ing in the road surrounded by the boys
and girls. She does not know how they
got there, being unconscious of having
made an ascent into the air.

LOSS OF LIFE.

Near the school-house, across the road
stood the dwelling of Henry Walters, It
was reduced to atoms, and Mrs. Walters
was instantly killed. When found she
had oné pairof twins in her arms. The
little fellow was bruised and cut, and
died the following morning. The other
one escapad, though no one can tell huw.
The infant lives, being nuable to tell his
story. Three of her other children were
in the school house and receved scrious
injuries. Two of them are not expected
to live. About a quarier of a mile south
of the school house is the farm of Alex-
ander Gibson. None of the buildings
are standing. ~ All his orchards are val-
ueless.  His farming implements are all
gone and his stock died. He was not at
home when the storm destroyed his pro-
perty. His son, aged, 14, and a hired
man, named Barker, attempted to get
into the house, hut were overtaken in
the orchard. The latter had an arm
and a léeg broken by being thrown down
violently, and the boy was rendered un-
conscious and still remains so. His heac
is cut in several places, but his recovery
is-hoped for. A Miss Gardiner, Mrs.
Gi son and three children were in the
house, and were precipitated into the
~ellar, the builling flying away lik: a
bird.

<u, but the gthers only slightly. Sixty
tat stears were carried off by the wind,
some of them weighing 1400 pounds, and
landed into a slough twenty rods off.

The corn
in the cribs was scattered. Over 250
trees were uprooted to appease the ap-
petite of the storm.
