THE ARMIES OF THE 
TENNESSEE.

Hood hae made good hie retreat from 
Tennessee, crossing the river of that name, 
which is the Southern boundary of the 
State, and establishing himself for the mo­
ment in Alabama. The hopes of the Fed- 
erale to intercept hie army before is could 
cross the barrier between the two States, has 
therefore been detected. This, we are told, 
has arisen from a curious circumstance. 
Finding that the river was in general oom- 
mended by the Federal gunboats, and that 
hie pontoons were net safe in deep water the 
Confederate commander removed them to a 
shallow part of the stream, called the Mus- 
eU Shoals, where vessels could not reach 
them. An attempt was nevertheless made 
to destroy the bridge by a foree despatched 
for that purpose; but while Heed's army 
was traversing the space between Dock 
Riwer end the l’ennesse, hie pursuers were 
stepped on the northern bank of the former 
river by the went of pontoons, which did 
not come up for forty-eight hours. They 
had been delayed by a clerical error in the 
written order given to the officer in charge 
of them, who was directed to proceed by 
Murfreesbore’ Turnpike road which runs 
towards the Ecat, when the order should 
have indicated the Franklin Turnpike 
road which runs almost due South. The 
consequence was that the passage of the 
Tennessee was made by the retreating army 
without molestation. The short campaign 
hes however, been attended with severe 
losses to the Southern vmy, and it is very 
improbable that the invasion of Tennessee 
will ever be repeated. Small raids may be 
made upon its territory, as they continue to 
be made even upon that of Kentecky ; bat 
these, while they een produce no result on 
the war, will bet exasperate the people 
against the authority which directs them.
