Three of them ere
citixeei of ether provinces, end when they 
joie citizens of this province in a demand 
for s change in oar echool-Uw, they ere 
committing en impertinence. The people 
of Nova Scotia will take care of their own 
school-law. And the signers of this letter, 
who belong in tbia province, exhibit their 
ecclesiastical titles too much as if they sup. 
posed them to indicate the possession 
some peculiar authority in civil matters 
The man whose signature to this manifesto 
to his '• fellow-citizens of other dénomina­
tions," appears thus, f Thomas Louie, 
known before the law and to the govern 
ment is Thomas L. Connolly,—a very es­
timable man, without doubt, but having u# 
morn authority on account tf bis eeelesiasti 
cal office to speak for others in civil con 
corns, than the humblest elector in his 
church. If he displays bis commission from 
the Romeo Pontiff to look after the inter­
ests of bis subjects in this part of the world, 
we have only to say to him that we attach 
no more value to such commission in con. 
aeetioo with our political affairs, then if 
purported to be received from the man-in 
tbe-moon. The parents of hie church have 
the right of free speech and free discussion. 
If ihey are aggrieved in the operation of any 
law, they have the right to approach the 
Legislature in their own names and ask for 
relief. But when any individual assumes 
to speak for them and to mike demands on 
their account, the greatest caution must be 
used to determine whether he bae been in- 
reeled with authority in accordance with 
the national constitution; otherwise we make 
ourselves parties to the perpetuation of an 
arrogant despotism.

Other points in this document deserve 
consideration ; but went of space compel 
us to postpone notice of them till some fu­
ture time.

“ Aud your petitions, as in duty bound, 
will ever pray.”

•• That the history of legislation in regard 
to the liquor traffic conclusively proves that 
the evils referred to cannot be successfully 
repressed so long es the triffic is licensed 
end protected by lew.

“ Tbst committee» of both Houses of 
Psrlisment hive recommended the prohibi­
tion of the rsid traffic.

••Wherefore your petitioners humbly 
prey that your Honorable House may be 
pleased to pass an Aet prohibiting the im­
portation, manufacture and sale of intoxi­
cating liquors as beverages, in the Dominion 
of Canada.

•• And your petitioners, is in duty bound, 
seill ever pray."
