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PARLIAMENT BUILDINS-HoUsE OF COMMoNs.

The tower clock bas been fitted up and put in running order. An iron stair-
case to connect the first floor with attic lobby leading to main Tower bas been
provided.

RIDEAU HALL.

A new wash-house 26' x 44' with appurtenances has been constructed, water and
gas pipes have been laid on and connected with the mains and all requirements
provided.

The usual restorations and repairs have been made. (Appendix 3, page 11.)

DRILL SHED.

This building placed on the eastern side of Cartier Square is being carried on
with satisfactory progress. (Appendix 3, page 11.)

KINGSTON.

Ordinary repairs have been <made to the Military College Buildings, Fortifi-
cations, etc. (Appendix 3, page 11.)

BRANTFORD.

A contract has been entered into for the erection of a Post Office, Custom and
Inland Revenue Building, and the work is now in progress. (Appendix 3, page 12.)

WINDSOR.

A contract bas been entered into for the construction of a building to accommodate
the Post Office, Custom House and Inland Revenue Departments.

The building faces on Ouellette and Pitt Streets. (Appendix 3, page 12.)

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

PENITENTIARY, NEW WESTMINIsTER.

This building was occupied in September 1878. Certain additions for the
security of prisoners, and alterations in the Protestant and Catholic Chapels have
been made in accordance with the requisitions of the Inspector of Penitentiaries.
