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He further begs to report, that the cause to be assirned for such removal,
according to the provisions of the 59th Sec. of the British N>rth America Act, 1867,
is that after the vote of the House of Commons during last Session. and that of
the Sonate during the previous Session, Mr. Letelier'8 uasefulness as a Lieutenant
Governor was gone.

That Your Excellency's advisers are fully aware of the responsibility of making
this recommendation, and they feel it their duty to accept it in every sonse.

The Committee concur in the foregoing Report, and submit the same for Your
Excelleney's approval.
