L. Be 1t therefore enacted, by the Lieuten-

ant Gov ernor, Council and Assembly, and by

the authority of the same, as follows :—That
after this Act shall go into operation it shall bb
lawful for the Lieutenant Governor, by and
with the advice and consent of Her Majesty’s
Executive Council of this Island, to nominate
and appdint seven fit and proper persons to be
and constitute a Board of Education, three of
whom (including the Secretary of the Board)
