It is therefore
obvious that our people are seriously under-insured,
a matter of import to all of us since the lack of such
protection as the insurance companies afford tends
to increase the pessibility of our citizens becoming
a charge upon the State. In their effort to over-
come this national disability the companies are
somewhat hampered by the tendency of the pro-
vinces to place unduly heavy imposts upon the
prcmmms collected within their several jurisdic-
tions, but we are hoping that the legislative need
may pass and that we shall eventually see many of
these tax burdens removed.—President H. C. Cox,
Canada Life.
