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heart and mind. Real happiness is
not to be attained in that way, for itis
not so much dependent on material
conditions as upon mental concepts.
The man of limited means, who has
troops of friends, a well-stored mind
and a clear conscience, is much more
likely to be happy than the wealthiest
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him of friends, or whose devotion to
business has left him with but one idea
—that of gain—or who has obtained his
fortune by fraud.
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
