He accordingly prefented the faid Bill to the Houfe, and the fame
was received and read for the firft time.

RrsorLvep, that this Houfe will, on Monday next, refolve itfelf into a
Committee of the whole Houfe, to take into confideration the
advantages that may arife to this Province and the Britith
Empire from the renewing, extending, and encouraging the
culture of Hemp within this Province. ‘ ‘

And then on motion of Mr. Planté, feconded by Mr, Bertbelos,
The Houfe adjourned till Friday next.
