MOVEMENT AGAINST
BOLSHEVIKI FAILS

G,en. Semenoff’s Attempt in |
Eastern Siberia Has
Proved Abortive

* Harbin, Wednesday, Juné. 19.—
(By The Associated Press).—Gen-
eral Semenoff’'s movement against
the Bolsheviki in' eastern Siberia has
proved definitely abortive in , the
opinion of British and French dhili-
fjary observers in Manchuria. Al-

eral Semenoff has been' surrounded
by superior forces and obliged to.re-
treat into Manchuria, there ‘being no
other course. The Chinese authori-
ties have demanded that he disarm
or crossing the frontier ‘and sur-
ronder his cannon and munitions.
'General Semenoff has refused thg
demand, but recognizes that unless
a third power intervenes the surren-
der of his arms is imperative.

The Bolsheviki forces: operating T~
along the Trans-Siberian railway and
against Geéneral Semenoff are assist-
ed by from two to three thousand
released German and Austrian pris-
oners. Good discipline is bein'g- en-
forced and the army has two air-
planes in use.

All the Cossacks, recruited in con- |
quered territory by General Semen-
off have gone over to the Bolsheviki,
in/order to preserve their homes and
protect their families. They joined
Semenoff ‘gladly, but his retreat left
their possessions at the mercy of the
Bolsheviki. Their attitude is said to.
be that it is useless for Russians
alone to fight the Bolsheviki amnd
released prisoners,

It is reported that the forges
under General Orloff, who has been
ordered to assist General menoff
thad decided not to advamce, bellev-
ing that it is useles to continue the
struggle e.galmst the Bolsheviki. On
Mhe eastern Manchurian fromt en
June 17, independent forces under
General Kalmakoff attaked ~the
Bolshewiki at Grodekova. The
Bolsheviki were driven back in a
brief engagement, but ecounter-
attacked and compelled Kalmakoff
