tons a year, The railway from the mines
was extended down to Parrsboro so that
the coal could be shipped by vessel, and
to this Dbusiness the thriving town of
Parshoro owes much of it prosperity.
The Bt Juhn company handled the mine
under the original name of the 8pringhill
Mining Company Ll January 1884, when
hey sold out to a Montreal syndicate
which has eince continued and extended
the operations under the name of the
Cumbetlund coal and railway company-
Mr It G Leckie, now manager of the
Londonderry Iron Works, conducted the
negotintions attending the transfer of the
mine from the 8t Jobn company to the
Montreal syndicate, the price paid by the
latter for the mines being $800,000,

Under the mavagement ot the Bpring,
hill mining company the development
had been steady and the mines had paid
large dividends,

No serions necidents had ever oceuried
in conneetion with the mines, the burn.

things has continued under the Montroal
company, and there has beon no serious
